ACTION BY U.S. TO ATTRACT INVESTMENT
CAPITAL FROM ABROAD

Has the government taken cogni-
zance of this program on the part of United
States authorities and its possible stimulating
effect on the outflow of scarce Canadian capi-
tal? Does the government propose to do any-
thing about this?
