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V. While not determining the development of the 

ccampaign on the campus, the Committee hope that 
the appeal for funds will be made as early as possible, 
so that the URGENT need in China may be met. It is 
strongly recommended that, wherever' possible, 
finance'appeal be made during November, and funds 
sent to the National Committee by the end of November.
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The Committee trust that this appeal may 
receive your consideration. A special obligation 
rests with us as Christians to participate in this 
tangible expression of our unity with the students 
of China who are suffering so seriously in these 
times.
