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North Toronto and the Hydro
Radials /

It is said that the people of North
Toronto are golng to oppose the hydro
radial bylaw., That would be cutting
off their noses to spite their faces. We
do not believe they will perpetrate any
such fantastic action. If they assist in
defeating the hydro radial bylaw they
are taking the first sure step towards
the perpetuation of the street railway
franchise and of the Metropolitan
radial franchise and all the other cor-
poration franchises which sow up To-
ronto in a corporation sack.

North Toronto took one first step to
free itself from corporation control
when it was annexed to the city. The
next step would have been in the pur-
chage of the the street raillway fran-
chise, This was blocked, and the next
way to try to recover control of the
streets is by a flank attack on the cor-
poration radials. This is the only
reason apparently why the board of
trade is opposed to the hydro radial
bylaw, because it gives the pecple the
Whip hand - of the corporations, Once
the hydro-electric policy dominates the
situation then the people of North To-
ronto will have a chance to gain con-
trol of their own particular entrance
to the city.

There is no other way besides this of
attaining that control but purchase,
and that has been obstructed and de-
clined until ‘there is now no time to
carry -out such a poiicy, even if it were
feasible. Time is an element in the
problem, and if the bylaw be defeated
there remain but five yea, to deal

the situation beforeg” the whole
franchise question will He up for con-
sideration.

The capitalists and corporationists of .
the board of trade are playing for de-
lay, and if they can defeat Sir Adam
Beck, who has heen o successful sith
the hydro-electric system, théy will
have discredited the pecple’s greatest
friend and only champion of public
ownership with sufficient influence to
Oppose its enemies. We cannot be-
lieve that North Toronto will vote
ugainst Sir Adam Bock and the cheap
light and power policy.

What is true of North Toronto gp-
_
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Plies in equal measure to West To-
ronto, and if public ownership has any
friends or any understanding advocates
in either of these districts we may be
sure that they will turn out a big vote
tomorrow for the hydro radials. It
means money in the people's poclgets
and health in the people’s blood, and
the way to health and wealth is simply
the wlsdox'n to keep.out of the hands
of the corporation agents.

Mr. Winberg Not Fair to His Own
People

Mr. Winbenrg, who is running for the
mayoralty, declares that he is not
ashamed of being a Jew. He has every
right to be proud of being a Jew, but
We 'question, after his statements of
the last day or two, whether his com-
patriots have any right to be proud of
Fim. He states that he is going ‘to
vete against the hydro radial bylaw, a
measure which will do more for the
Jewish citizens and householders of
Toronto than anything that has been
Froposed since the hydro-electric mea-
sure. We would like to know on what
grounds Mr. Winberg objects to Sir
Zodam Beck’s radial proposals, Mr.
Winberg does not go much into detail
in his speeches, but makes statements
more or less pointed. We would like
to know why he is now taking sides
with the council of the board of trade
against the people in this debate.

Last week we appealed to thé Jewish
householders to examine the hydro
raaial policy, with its certain assurance
of cheap farm produce, cheap country
freights for all dairy and . orchard pro -
duce, and lower cost of living gener-
ally. Besides this, it will still further
lower the cost of electric light and
power. Sir Adam Beck has already
accomplished wonders in this direc-
ticn. The new schedule of rates to g0
intc force with the new year is a re-
markable document to compare with
the schedules of five years ago, under
private ownership.

A few comparisons will indicate what
the hydro policy has begun, and the
Lydro radial policy will carry to per-
tection, in helping the householder.
An example is given of a twelve-room
house with 2800 feet floor space. In
tkis house, in which cooking is done
with electric current, the charge for
494 kilowatt hours, at the present rate,
is §8.17. Next month the same amount
would cost only $5.96. Under the old
T. BE. L. rates the cost to the house-
holder would have been $39.77 if he
would nave attempted to cook with
clectricity at that price, which, of
course, he would not. The saving is
at the rate of 85 per cent.

In another house of eight rooms
ueing 64 k.w. hours a month, the pre-
sent bill is $1.78. Next month it will
be $1.28. Under the old scheduleibe-
fure hydro-electricity under Sir Adam
BPeck came along, the householder
Wwould have paid $5.37 for the same
service, The saving is 76 per cent.
TLis is a saving of $4 a month, or
nearly: $50 a year, enough tc pay the
taxes on a house such a§ this. And
yet Mr. Winberg is afraid tha‘ his
fellow-citizeng will vote for further
redugtions. What is the matter with
the man?

Another six-roomed house® with a
141l for 45 k.w. hours of electric cur-
rent would pay $1.35 this year. Next
year the” service would only cost 95
t‘w'ts,'a saving of 29 }-per cent.,, hut
Under the old T, E L. rates, which
hydro competition cut down, the cost
Vviould -have been $3.85. Hydro has
saved this household 75 per cent. on
ils lighting, and hydro radials will
save it '‘more. Yet Mr. Winberg sdys
7ote against it.

We can only suppose he is a stock-
liolder in the T. E. L. Co., or has con-
nected up with the C. P. R. ‘and the
council of th2 board- of trade. At
rate, he is a good man for his fellow-
Jews not to vote for if they value their
own interests and the interests of the
city in general.

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ASKS IF COVERNMENT
S AGAINT THE BYLAW

From Many Interviews Quoted,
It Looks as if Queen’s Park
is Standing Pat.

WARD ONE WILL BENEFIT

Radial Bylaw to Be Commence-
ment of Great Development
East of the Don.

‘Without a single exception the ca-
pacity crowd of ratepayers who at-
tended the meeting last night in St.
John’s Parish House, Norway, ny a
standing vote endursed the hydro
radial scheme which was set forth
by Sir Adam Beck. Following the vote
in the propusing of which Sir Adam
wa# referred to as the Liloyd George
of Canada, an ovation was accorded
the speaker, which was in all pruba-
bility £the. most enthusiastic given
gince the campaign began.

Sir Adam was introduced as the
“rather” of the hydro-electric, and the
hydro - radials schemes, » but with
characteristic humor he %100k up the
chairman, saying that he was only
the father of one young girl.

He called the criticism leveled by
the board of trade council unfair,
maintaining that it could not be de-
nounced otherwise. “It is hard to be-
lieve,” he suid, “that such an intel-
ligent body of men would so belittle
themselves in the eyes of the public
48 to publish such trash as appearea
in their advertisement in the eveding
papers.”

Sir Adam passed quickly over the
success which the hydro-electrie
scheme had attained., 'and the powers
vested in the commission. He point-
ed out that the new agreement was
precisely the same as the one which
appeared before the legislature two
years ago. “The scheme will be op-
erated for the benefit of the people.
and the comfort of the people” He
emphasized the fact that if thel com-
fission was nét agreeahle to tha pub-
lic it would be easy enough for them
to bring the matter hefore the legisla -
ture and have ithe remedy applied.

The matter of the injunction at Os-
gocde Hall was referred to briefly,
and the speaker expressed the hope
that George Gooderham, M.L-A.. would
change his oninion in view of the con-
tradiction made by the board s counsel
regarding the street control argument.

Sir Adam had just remarked that the
board’s eriticisms and vain attempts to
justify the stand they were takine only
added grist to the mill, when cheers
annbunced the arrival of Mayor
Church.

“They will tell yvou it's vour affair,
and they will not urge this great un-
certaking.” He then delivered a scath-
ing indictment of those who thought
noe expenditures should be made in
war time.

“They tell you not to
Iublic affairs in war time.
i~ is sacrilegious to discuss
things.” He made it clear that with-
cut .trade and commerce war could
not be conducted, and concluded this
phase of his argument by (-xcl:l.imin;:,'
“Let us be prepared by doing our
¢uty in regard to trade and commerce.
What is it that has put England and
fGreat Britain in her present position,
At trade and commerce, and also the
grand old navy.” 1

He ended by telling the audience
tkat the bylaw was in their hands.

“What effect will it have in ward
cne?” enquired a ratepayer. .

“If ithis carries,” answered Sir Adam,
“it will not be long before a radial
railway, with a terminal at the foot of
Yorge street, will he provided for this
eastern districc.”

Mayor Church spoke only on the
Eydro bylaw. “Ib you knock the bylaw,”
he said, “you will give these franchise-
grabbers, who were turned down by
the legisiature this year, a chance to
get their franchises next year.” In
urging the ratepayers to vote for the
bylaw the mayor pointed out that
whoever controlled the radial entrances
to the city also controiled transporta-
tion in aivd around the city. He de.
clared that the radial system proposed
by Sir Adam would solve the unem-
1loyment and under-production prob-
lems. Mayor Church, in conclusion,
