
Utraquism must be introduced into

Ukrainian gymnasiums, i.e., apparently
to lecture in Polish and Ukrainian, but
in reality to obliviate Ukrainian and sup-

port Polish in these gymnasiums.

The Ukrainians should by no means be
given a University, because it would be
a factory for the making of a LTirainian

intellectual class which would be danger-

ous to our plans.

No positions should be given to Uk-
rainians in Western Galicia, and in Eastern

Calicia wherever possible they should be
ousted and their places filled by such
Poles as can speak Ukrainian and thus are

able to do their work.

We must seek allies beyond our boxmd-
aries and engender in them enmity to-

wards the Ukrainians. (The whole world
is now acquainted with the Polish diplo-

mats' attempts to discredit the Ukrainians

in the eyes of the Allieb _t the Peace Con-
ference. But the truth about the Polish-

Ukrainian question is gradually but surely

being cleared.) Special effort must be
made in getting the Roman press, which
has influence over the Pope, to write
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
