The attention of the

entire class being constantly directed to the ope-

rations on the board, each student obtains as

clear a knowledge of the subject, as if he himself

had performed the whole.

In every Department, the Professor or Teach-

er being confined to a prescribed course, and lim-

ited number of studies, the system of instruction

must be more thorough than in any private

school in which the attention of the teacher is

necessarily directed to a wider range of sub-

jects,
