“The promotions are made by the
board of police commissioners on re-
commendations coming thru the chief
and I believe these recommendations
are based by the chief on the infor-
mation he has received from the var-
lous inspectors and the deputy chief.
Each case is considered carefully and
In the order  of seniority, but if a
good man comes along it is. usual to
give him preferment aver seniority, I
found in a number of ¢ases that the
old men. did“not mt!q capaeity,
The awarding ‘of ge duct 'badgeg
was inaugurated and-these were given
at the end of ten years’ service. Own-
ers of these badges receive ten cents
a4 day extra.” At the ond of seven
years’ service the good conduct badges
are now awarded. “We did this be-
cause we did not want to be obliged
to promote incompetent men just be-
cause of their senjority. It gives the
commissioners mére freedom in pro-
moting the men.,”

Mr. Evans questioned the witness
as to pressure beéing brought to bear
upon the commissioners from outside
for promotions,

‘Not on me,” sald the colonel.

Asked whether he remembered the
time when Deputy Chief Archibatd
had brought twelve patrol sergeants
down to headquarters for reduction in
rank, he said he did not. He did
have a recollection ol a number
patrol sergeants being” -given’/ advice
as to the conduct of their duties. Col.
Denison gaid that there were many
trivial things going on in the force
which he never heard of.. No com-
plaints had ever reached him aguinst
the police doctors. .

Considerable questioning took place
concerning ,-the word “obeyance,”
which bad played a part in the set-
tling of the police strike, and P. C.
Evans' 'asked the colonel  if in his
op.nion it. was the stumbling ' block
between the union and the commiis-
sioners. He acknowledged that euch
had been the case.

Chief Constable Grasett informed
the commission what the procedure of
a man wanting to join the police
force was; to supply character refer-
ences from clergymen and others, and
satisfy the board that he is_fit edu-
cationally and physically.

When the force was smaller, Col
Grasett s=2id that he had known ail
the men, and had been able to pro-
mote the smartest of them, but now
he had to depend upon the recommen-
dations of his officers, and when their
views coincided with his, they had
considerable weight. When Mr. Stark
had been the deputy, he had, on the
chief’s instructions, devoted two or
three days a week to becoming ac-
qainted with the personnel of ‘ the
force.

Regarding promotions, Col., Grasett
said that they could not always con-
sider seniority, as many old men on
the force preferred to remain where
they are, to taking the responsibility
of an officer.

Sir WilHam: *“What do you think of
8 board to examine the men for the
force?" ’

“The question of promotions and
taking men on the force is one of the
most difficult the chief constable had
to deal with. I think a board would
have to possess exceptional qualifi-
cations, i¢ the board would select good
officers, it would be much easier for
the chief constable,” was the answer.
