“I may venture to remind Your Ex-
cellency that the exigencies of the pub-
lic service and the difficulties to which

House. At that time the unfortunate
circumstances to which I have refer-
red enabled comparatively few per-
sons to prevent any legislation or pub-
lic business being done by the House.
Had the Opposition in Canada adopted
the course followed in the Imperial
Parliament in 1892,when the Opposi-
tion voted the estimates for the year
and expedited public business, no such
difficulty could have presented itself,
and I fail to see why such obstruction
on the part of the Opposition should
entitle them to the special considera-
tion of the Crown.

Sir Charles Makes a Protest.

«With reference to the inquiries which
Your Excellency has from time to time
thought fit to address to the Clerk of
the Privy Council, I can only re-state
my impression that such information
in times past has been sought and ob-
tained by . the Governor-General
through communication with His
Prime Minister, or the Minister direct-
ly concerned, rather than by meéans
of official memoranda which become
part of the records of council.

Hot Words for His Ecxcellencv.

“In conclusion, I may be permitted to
say to Your Excellency, that under the
British constitutional system, which
Canada has the happiness to enjoy, the
Queen’s representative, like Her Ma-
jesty, is the executive head of the
country, removed from the arena of
political controversy, however fierce
the conflict of parties may be, and In
my judgment no more fatal mistake
could be made than any interposition
in the management of public affairs
which would cause the Governor-Gen-
eral to be identified with either one
party or the other. Adhering respect-
fully but firmly to the opinions I have
ventured to express in this memoran-
dum, which, I regiet to find, do not
agree with those of Your Excellency,
it remains only for me to tender the
resignation of my colleagues and my-
self, and to ask that we may De re-
lleved from our responsibilities as
ministers of the Crown at the earliest
convenience of Yout Excellency.
