AT GLADSTONE-AVENUE.

The chil-
dren’s desks were mounted with vases of
flowers, and maple leaves were scattered
about in profusion, s wreath adorning u
eut of Queen Vietoria over the principal's
desk.

school yard, where they were arranged
into a square upon the wooden grounds.
The genial Mr. Muir stood upon a table
and ordered tlie scholars’ to be seated,
which they did, gypsy fashion. It was a
Jarge array of bright faces which the vis-
ftors were treated to, the attitude of the
children reminding one of ‘Little Sally
Waters Sitting in the Sun.” Eveéry boy
and girl wore at least one maple leaf,
many of, them large sprays, and each car-
ried “either a Union Jack to wave when
cheering or a branch of the emblematic
leaves.

TALKED TO THE PUPILS,

Among the many visitors present was
Dr. Buck, school trustee, who brietly ad-
dressed the children. - I know you are
crowded here in this school ; the board
kuows you are crowded ; but we hope to
have all this remedied scon. You must
thank your principal for the pleasure of
t was he who suggested the
idea to the board, and they, always gener-
ous, encouraged the scheme,’”” He made
fitting references to Queen Victoria, and
complimented them on their songs, adding :
“Your school is noted for musical abihty
and patriotism, and occupies a foremost
place among the city schools. It will be
still better next year, when several more
rooms will be added.

Now,
ladies and gentlemen, I speak more es-
pecially to the little ladies and gentlemen,
think of the child that was born.the 24th
of May, 1819, who, when she attained wo-
manhood, ascended the glorious throne of
England, and to-day rwes over a country
upon which they say the sun never sets,
and in wisdom and virtue she has far out-
shone all other royal heads, and as wife
and mother, and ruler of her household, she
has been an example to every mother
throughout Canada. I hold to-day that there
are none more loyal than Canadians. A
man, recently from England, said to me :
“Mr. Muir, I am surprised and amazed
at the children’s loyalty. I don’t think 1
would have found such patriotism in any
school in England.” ~I know this,” con-
tinued Mr. Muilr, ‘“‘that there is not one
child under me in Gladstone-avenue School
that does not love Canada, Britain, our
emblem and our Queen. (Cheers from the
children.) And now, little blessed girls
and boys, we have a promise that we shall
be: frwter than Queen Victoria, that we
shall be helrs and kings hereafter, if we
love the Lord and the Bible. There will
be no bad little boys and no men In the
future in our jails, ana the country will
prosper that forgets not God.”
