Latta is a brother of Willlam F. Latta, a
customs officer. On the morning of April
20, Officer Latta asked his brother Fred to
watch two men whom he suspected of being
smugglers. The brothers were in a drug
store on the corner of Ontario-avenue and
Main-street, Suspension Bridge, when the
request was made. At the same time W. F.
Latta pointed out the two men he had re-
ference to, they were then passing, going
south, and the witness identified them as
Dullman and Walsh. Fred Latta followed
the two men for two blocks where they
stopped for a few minutes and then retura-
ed, passing Latta, who followed about four
feet behind, He heard Dullman say to
Walsh, “Do you know where Jack Is ?”
Jack Must Keep Sober,

“I suppose he is getting drunk,” answer-
ed Walsh. “If. we don't keep that—of
a — sober we will never be able to puill
off that job.™ "
