ORANGE COLORED COMET.

Brightest That Has Appeared in
Nineteen Years—Has Two Prom-
inent Kites. &
Elkhorn, Wis.,, April 20.—A new comet,
which” was observed yesterday morning at
the Yerkes observatory at Willlams’' Bay,

Is said by the astronomers to be the
brightest which has appeared for 19 years.
Notice of -the appearance of the comet
was recelved Friday by telegraph from
Harvard University, saying that a comet
had been discovered at Queenstown on
April 23, and had been observed at Cape
of Good Hope on the morning of April 25,

Its position at that time was about 16
degrees southwest of the sun. Its position
yesterday morning was some 15 degrees
north of the sun, indicating a very rapid
northeasterly movement.

Nothing could be seen of the celestial
visitor Friday evening at sunset, but yes-
terday Prof. E. B. Frost, assisted by F.
R. Sullivan, was observing, and saw the
new comet appear above the horizon.
‘About twenty minutes before sunrise it
could be plainly seen, altho the sky was
light.

It was of an orange color, with two pro-
minent Kkites or streamers. Prof. Frost
was disappointed in not being able to
make spectroscopic’ observations to test

the theory recently advanced that when a

comet has two or more tails each is com-
posed of separate substances. e

Hackett Wanted to Have D.

Ottawa, April 29.—(Special.)-When the
bill to amend the Election Act was before
committee, the section dealing with the

form of the ballot evoked a protracted

debate.

The ballot is to be in three parts—a
stub, a counterfoil and the ballot paper
proper. The stubs and counterfoils are
numbered with corresponding consecutive
numbers, upon the back, and the section
also provided that before handing the bal-
lot to the voter the deputy returning offi-
cer shall place upon the back of the coun-
terfoil a number corresponding to the vot-
er’s number on the poll book. This will
enabie the deputy to identify the bailot

upon its return to him by the voter.
Having verified it, the deputy shall tear
off tHe counterfoil and destroy it, and de-
posit the ballot in the box. The deputy,
by the section, is also obliged to initial the
ballot paper upon the back of it.

Mr. Claney and Mr. Cochrane protested
against the omission of the stamping of
the ballots, now required by law.

Sir Wilfrid Laurier agreed with the mul-
tiplicity of safegudrds, and Mr. Borden
falling in with this suggestion, the section
was amended to require the ballot to Le
stamped as well as initialled.

Mr. Monk Offered an Amendment.

Mr. Monk offered an amendment obliging
the deputy recturning officer to register
and place among the records of the.poll
any objection handed to him during poll
ing hours: also to initial a duplicate of
such a protest, and return it to the person
making the protest.

Mr. Hackett suggested a maximum pen-
alty of $1000 or two years’ imprisonment
upon a, returning officer failing to return
all the hallots at a recount.

For Nine Days Mrs. Kastor Was
Treated by Christian Scier.ce
Women Without Avail.

SEVERAL  HOUSES QUARANTINED.

Dr. Bauman Has Pronounced the

Case a Severe One and Water-
loo is Greatly Worked Up.

Berlin, Ont., April 29.—There is a case
of smallpox in Waterloo. The patient is
Mrs. Kastor, who lives in Waterloo Town-
ship. For the past nine days she has been
treated by Christian Science healers, Mrs.
Adams of Berlin and Mrs. Winkler of
Waterloo.

Yesterday morning Mrs. Kastor's condi-
tion became so serlous that Dr. Bauman
was called. He pronounced the lllness a
severe case of smallpox. He sent for the
Waterloo Health Officer, Dr. Webb. They

held a consultation and sustained Dr. Bau-
man’s decision.

Prompt action was then taken; the house
of the patient and neighbors were quaran-
tined, as were also the homes of Mrs.
Winkler in. Waterloo and Mrs. Adams in
Berlin. A special meeting of the Berlin
Board of Health was held this morning,
when a resolution for compulsory vaccina-
tion was presented, but not passed.

TEN CASES NEAR KIRKFIELD

And Two in the Village—~Was Im-
ported From Sudbury.
Kirkfield, Ont., April 20.—On Sunday the
local Medical Health Officer, Dr. Ross,
located 10 cases of supposed smallpox in
the vicinity of the canal works, about
two miles from Kirkfield. He also discov-
ered two cases in the village. The houses

containing suspected cases were guarantin-
ed, and the matter reported to Dr. Bryce
of the Provincial Board of Health.. He ar-
rived this afternoon and visited several of
the cases, pronouncing the disease small-
pox.

NEW PRINCIPALS ROMINATED

Technical School Board Management
Committee Held a Meeting Be-
hind Closed Doors. -

.

TALKED FOR OVER THREE HOURS.

Deliberations Will Not Be Made
Known Until Next Meeting of
the Board.

The six principals for the new depart-
ments of the Technical. School were nomi-
nated by the Management Committee last
night and their salaries fixed. This, with
other details of the expansion scheme, oc-
cupied the committee for over three hours.
Mr. J. D. Allan presided.

The meeting was held with closed doors.

He assured The World that
no member of the, Technical School Board
had an ax to grind, that all were ani-
mated by a desire to see an adequ&e
Technical School, worthy of the city, es-
tablished, and that on all principles (if
not principals) the committee was agreed.

WON'T CLEAN THE STREETS:

A Politiecal Wrangle in the St. Kitts
City Council Leads to a
Queer Mix-Up.

St. Catharines, April 29,—Municipal poli-
tics in this city are getting more muddled
every day and decent citizens are thoroly
sick of the puerile exhibitions of the ag-
gregation of ‘‘wise guys” composing the
City Council. For nearly four mouths the
aldermen, with the aid of the Mayor, have
been blocking public business because mem-
bers of both political sides of the house
are falling over everything trying to get
hold of the chairmanship of the Fire aud
Light Committee, a most important com-
mittee this year, because a new contract
for street lighting will have to be made.
Five Conservative aldermen are opposed to

The mix-up is attracting considerable dis-
cussion, and the fair name of the Garden
Cii'.rtyi is being besmirched by the unseemly
affair.

FAULT OF THE PILOT.

Mr. Tarte Says the Tiverton Was
Grounded Because She Was Out
of Her Course.

Ottawa, April 29.—Hon. Mr. Tarte
has returned from Montreal, where he
made a few enquiries into the grounding
of the tramp steamer Tiverton in the 8t.
Lawrence channel. The Steamer, which
is a small vessel, cnly drawing 19 feet of
water, grounded twice, and in both cases
it was shown to be the fault of the pllot.
The first place the vessel touched was at
Batiscan, below Three Rivers, and there
the captain noticed that the pilots did not
steer correctly by the beiacons. The next
point of grounding was some distance far-
ther up, where the channel was 700 feet
wide and had a depth of 38 feet, and the
course was clearly marked out by buoys.
The pilot had not only buoys to .guide
himn in his course, but beacons on the
Despite this, however,
he took the vessel completely out of the
channel, and she grounded 100 feet away
from one of the buoys marking the proper
course. ‘‘What can you do in a case like
this?"’ said Mr. Tarte this morning. ‘“The
ship channel is getting blamed for blund-
ers which are clearly attributable to pilots

or navigators.”
