Woodstock, July-12.—(Special.)—In a 
stirring address before a gathering of 
5000 Orangemen here to-day. Rev. 
Canon Farthing, rector of New St. 
Paul’s Church, this city, made a scath­
ing denunciation of present-day poli­
tical methods and the reprehensive 
spans employed by parties in an effort 
to remain in power. He spoke of the 
civil and religious liberties gained by 
the overcoming of the tyranny of King 
James of England. Orangemen and 
true Christians should stand for the 
liberties of the people, Irrespective of 
creed or party. He urged the uphold­
ing of high ideals and denounced war 
in the strongest terms. It was peace 
and civil liberty people wanted.

“I am not sure but that our consti­
tution Is in danger," he said. "It is 
not the Pope at Rome who is our 
guatest enemy. It is our Canadian, 
politicianr. There are politicians on 
beth sides in parliament to-day seeking 
to rob us of the political freedom our 
fathers fought for. It was apparent 
in our election contests, where men 
were seen circulating money, wood or 
coal and whisky to obtain votes. We 
must protest against our politicians 
going In for political Jobbery by sell­
ing timber limits to keep In power. 
These men are the real enemies of 
Car.ada. Nowadays it appears a man 
must remain true to his party it he 
must commit perjury to do so. The 
methods employed in stealing our 
votes are a disgrace to our country. 
The machine must be fought. The poli­
tical heeler Is at our doors. These are 
the ones who are more formidable 
enemies to our liberties than the sa’nt- 
ly old man sitting on his throne ip 
Rcme.”

Comparison of the Acts. 
Comparing the two clauses, it will 

be found’ that whereas under the pres­
ent act the Canadian militia could .be 
sent outside of Canada for the defence 
of the empire it is under the proposed 
law prohibited from going abroad ex­
cept for the defence of Cain ad a. The 
new clause Is practically worthless 
since it merely authorizes an obvious 
measure of strategy, permitting, lor 
Instance, the Canadian militia to take 
aggressive measures on the other side 
of the border, in case of war with the 
United States.

_ Sir Frederick Borden tried to argue 
that the substance of the present act 
was not changed in this respect. This 
assurance was considerably discounted 
by his refusal to reject the new clause 
in favor of the old one.

Several members, among them Sey­
mour Gourley, Dr. Daniel of St. John, 
W. F. Maclean and Col. Sam Hughes, 
spoke strongly against withholding the 
support of the Canadian militia from 
the defence of the empire, while Can­
ada relies on British troops for pro­
tection In case of trouble.

Good progress was made on the bill, 
and when the committee rose at 31 
o’clock only one clause, that related to 
the responsibility of the government 
in connection with rifle ranges, re­
mained to be disposed of.
