The exhibition itself is nothing much |
to boast about. Canada leads the van
in exhibits by great odds. I never felt
mare proud of our northern nation|
than I did when in our own pavilion.
There is but one voice, and that ofl[
commendation. The exhibit will send|
us thousands of citizens. The arts, |
industrial and mechanical, are all good |
and creditable. From one-third to one-i
half of the buildings are occupied by |
“refreshment parlors.”

Pat evidently expected hungry vis-
itors. The exhibition is not greatly
patronized during the daytime, but ati
nighti—from 6 to 11, the closing hour—|
the city element attends in jts thous-
ands. You get admittance for the mod-
est sum of 24 cents—one English shill-
ing.

It was a mistake to call it “Irish In-
ternational Exhibition.” “National,” |
would have been better, as apart from |
the Canadian display there is nothingi
of an international nature about Iit.|
France has a building not yet complet-i
ed, and a number of big boxes un- |
opened, and many people seem to think
they never wiil be.

Among the wares offered for sale
there are some of an international|
character. Statuary from Italy (of an
inferior and small description), glass
and pottery from Dresden, a few stalls|
of Japan ware, etc.; some valuahle‘;
jewelry and some Lancashire manu- |
factories seem to fill the bill. The rest |
are what Paddy makes himself.

In one instance I saw the motto:
“Patronize Home Industries.”

St. Patrick is said to have driven the|
snakes out of Ireland. Commercial
enterprise seems to have been driven
out, too, or otherwise, it never existed,
for there is comparitively little of itI
to be seen. It may be that Uncle Sam |
and Jack Canuck, from over the sea,
may infuse a little trade zeal among
this good-tempered, witty and pastor-
al race.

A more lovely land the world does
not contain. A more obliging and
ecourteous people cannot anywhere be
found. The vast body of people do not |
*hate” the English; and the Ameri-|
cans they love, because these people!
visit them, spend money lavishly, and
give it freely, as morse than one has|
gaid to rme: “We could not live with-

STANDARD OIL'S
LATEST CoUP

Arrangem'ents Almost Complete
for a Powerful Transcon-
tineptal Line.

Washington, June 23.—It is said to
be only a question of time—maybe two
years—until the Standard Oil interests
will own the first true transcontinental
railread system. But it is an assured
fact the Standard will own a complete
system from Detroit to the Atlantic
seaboard.

The transcontinental line will ex-
tend from the Atlantic tidewater at
Newport News, Va., to Seattle and by
way of Chicago. Every mile of it will
be controlled by the Standard Oil in-
terests and from the day it opens it
will be the most potent transportation
influence on the continent.

It will .give the oil monoply a new
handle by which to control railroad
relations. It will enable the Standard
group not only to make oil rates
favorable to their own interests, but
also will place in their hands a power
over ralilroad rates in general, which,
in conneCtion with their dominating
interests in other railroad systems,
will make the Rockefeller's coterie as
absolutely dominant - in the railroad
financial quarters as they now are in
the oll industry.

The New System.

The new system will be composed
of the following roads, which will,
according to the statements recently
made in Washington on the highest
authority, soon be welded together
into a transcontinental system.

The Virginian Railway (commonly
known as the Tidewater and Deep-
water) from Newport News, Va., into
W. Va,, and soon to be connected with
the Ohio River.

The Detroit, Toledo and Ironton, ex-
tending from Ironton, O. on the Ohio
River north and west across Ohio and
Michigan. The Chicago, Milwaukee
and St. Paul, from Chicz?go and Mil-
waukee, west to the Pacific Coast.

One Gap To Be Filled.

Every road in the group is under
Rockefeller control today. There is
one gap to be filled, from Detroit to
Chicago, and it is said, on the author-
ity of ‘a recent declaration of Henry
R. Rogers, that this gap will shortly
be done by the purchase of a minor

line that will be added to the system.

The system, when completed, will
have a main line mileage of about
3,700 miles from ocean to ocean. It
will be, next to the Siberian road,
the longest continuous main line sys-
tem under a single management.
