“Poreign Exchangé,” a new play 'a
foul: aots, by Booth Tarkington and

Leon Wilson, was very favora-
bly received by a large audience at the
Royal Alexandra last night.

Takes Money to Do it.

With engines running up to. 75.000
-horsepowjer and armaments of 13-inch
and 1l4-inch guns and 21-inch torpedo
tubes projected, the Dreadnought race
will soon be confined to nations whish
can raisé the money required for the
costliest warships ever known. There
are now omly six competitors, Great
Britain, Germany, America, France,
Japan and Brazil; and so fast is the
pace that America is likely to be left
in the field before long as the onky*
rival of the two leaders. Super-Dread-
noughts and Super-Inflexibles, whethet
built in Germany or in England, will
involve a crushing weight of taxation
The cost of construction s steadily
rising with the progress of invention;
the average life of a warship is de-
clining even more rapidly; and the
maintenance of the fleet involves great-
ly increased expense, owing to the ne-
cessity for a highly trained personnel.
The Neptune, launched this week, 1¢-
presents an investment of-$10,000,000 for
imperial defence; and the ship may be
out of date in the course of a few
years under Stress of existing compe-
tition between Germany and gEmglalrJ:%
The Liberal Government, with the help
of Sir John Fisher, succeeded in effect-
ing considerable reductions in ordinary
maintenance by laying wp useless ships,
concentrating fleets and saving pay and
pensionis of officers and men.. These
economics will evemtually be lost in
the enlarged service of a more scienti-
fically organized navy. The burdens-of
efficient maintenance and training in-
crease with the cost of construction
and armament. Super-budgets go wiith
the super-Dreadnoughts and super-In-
vincibles, '

Experts Not Certain.

The experimenting goes an and the
taxpayers are bled without a naval
war between first-class powers to de-
cide the controversial points. Experts
are not agreed either here on in Ger-
many on the relative merits of 12-inch
and 13 1-2-inch guns, and mot until a
great sea fight comes off will it be known
whether a Jarge increase in striking
energy from ithe heavier guns is coun-
terbalanced by a slower rate of fire.
The batterfes are arranged differently
on the rival battleships, and there Is
a preference in Germany for 6-inch
guns as the secondary armament, with
strenuous objections to them in' Eng-
land on account of alleged interference
with the training of the 12-inch guns.
The comstruction of cruiser battleships
with turbine machinery vastly more
powerful than that of the Mauretamia
brings in a new series of problems ot
great complexity. Hundreds of techni-
cal questions will be settled when two
feets, scientifically built and adequate-
ly manned and handled, are piited
against each other in war, but, wuean-
while, ship designers and gunmakers
are working in the dark and the cost
of naval progress is steadlly increas-
ing.\ In Germany a new naval station
has been constructed at Wilhelmsha-
ven for the Dreadnoughts at a cost of
over $17,500,000, and the enlargement of
the Kiel Canal, another . tremendously
expensive work, will have to be ungler-
aken if the -Baltic and Northi*Sea
fleets are to  be concentratéd in an
emergency. In England, docks have
to be lengthened and broadened for the
accommodation and repair of these en-
ormous warships and - roadsteads and
ports have to be dredged and deapensd
for their admission. ' L

of the race is nowhere in sight,

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MORSE SENTENGE UPHELD
BUT FIGHT WILL 60 ON

Court of Appeél Reduces Indict-
ment by 43 Counts—Banker
Goes Back o Tombs.

>

NEW YORK, Oct. 11.—Fifteen years
at hﬁd laboriin a federal prison came
one legal. stage nearer Charles W.
Morse,-the capitalist to-day, when the
United States Circuit ‘Court of Appeals
upheld - the lower federal courts in
scntéhdng the ‘banker to such a
penalty -for niisapplying the funds of
a national bank.

‘Morse surrendered himself, and his
attorneys immediately began steps to
carry his case tc the supreme c_qurt
of the United States and to secure a
continuation of his bail bond pending
further argument.

While the court to-day did not light-
en the sentence which Morse has been
striving to annul, its decision was not
entirely adterse because it sustained
onlly ten of the 53 counts on whichthe
was convicted by a jury. This, say his
attorneys, will leave a means of ap-
proach to the court of last resort, and
an application for a writ of certiorari
to review the case will be made on
Oct. 18, in Waishington.

The United States Circuit €ourt of
Appeals this afternoon grarited a etay
of forty days in the execution of the
sentence upon Morse.

Morse was convicted of viclating the
netional banking laws in misapplying
the funds ¢f the National Bank of
North America, of which he was presi-
dent, at the time of the last financial
panic. He was charged with making
false entriez on the bank’z books. He
was sentenced on (Nov. 8, 1908, after a
long jury trial. :

After his original sentence Morse

obtained a writ of error and his case
in review was argued before the circuit
ccurt of appeals for review. On June
17, judges reserv decision, admilted
to $125,000 bail, and Morse was releas-
ed from the Tombs, whete he had been
confined since October, 1908.
. Immediately he plunged into business
as if a long . prison term were mot
hanging over him, and during the past
four months his financial rebagilita-
tion was rapid. During that time he
is reported to have jpaid off $5,000,000
of his $7,000,000 indebtedness, and to
have regained control of a large part
of his extensive steamship interests.
