PARENTS' CONSENT NOT
NEEDED IN ENLISTMENT

Chief Justice Lemieux Gives De-
cision in Regard to
Minors.

MUST SERVE ANYWHERE

Contention Advanced by La-
vergne is Declared to Be
Null.

Quebec, Oct. 13.—In dismissing
twelve writs of habeas corpus taken
by parents of minors who enlisted
without their parents’ consent, Chief
Justice Sir Francois Lemieux holds
that a minor can only be relieved for
cause of lesion alleged and proved,
and that ealistment with its ysual
consequences, drawbacks, etc., cgnnot
cause a soldier what in legal par-
lance is called lesion.

As for the contention advanced by
Armand Lavergne that enlistment in
expeditionary forces to  be seat out-
side Canada is null, the learned judge
says:

“The militia act (R. 8. C. cap. 41,
sec, 69) enacts that the governor-in-
council may place the militia or any

where 'in Canada and also beyond'

be amiss to repeat with the most note-
worthy -of our publicc men, among
whom are authorities of some repute
on ‘ constitutional law, that from the
moment Great Britain is at war, her
coloniés are equally at war.

GERMAN AGENTS TRY TO

Unknown Motorists Shoot- at Him
