Rotterdam, Oct. 11—The statements 
of Vice Admiral Von Capelle, the 
German minister of marine, have turned 
the Reichstag into a theatre of the wild­
est scandal, says the Vorwarets, discuss­
ing the exposure of mutinies within the 
German navy. The Socialist newspa­
per adds that there is no shadow of 
proof that any deputies were guilty of 
illegal action in connection with the 
mutiny. *

The Vossische Zeitung describes the 
attack on the independent Socialists as 
a deplora/ble and illegal trick on the part 
of, the government.

The Tageiblatt contends that if the 
Reichstag .believes that the Independent 
Socialists are guilty they must be hand­
ed over to the court.

The Tafelische Zeitung expresses sur­
prise that the government “when it had 
such strong proofs of guilt against three 
persons suspected of treason it did not 
ask the consent of the Reichstag to take 
legal measures. No Reichstag would 
have been able to refuse consent.”

The newspaper complains that the 
treatment of the affair in the Reichstag 
will he explained abroad to the disad­
vantage of Germany.

Amsterdam, Oct. 11—Those guilty of 
complicity in the plot to paralyze the 
German navy through mutinies should 
be handled with iron severity says the 
Rheinishe Westfalische Zeitung, of Es­
sen. It adds: “They are liable to the 
death penalty. Thank God, Liebknecht 
(the German Socialist leader now in 
prison) was properly dealt with, and in 
the present case there can only foe sim­
ilar action.”

Since 
then the newsboy composer has put to 
his credit many songs which have be­
come famous on both sides of the At­
lantic, and several excellent musical 
comedies which have enjoyed great pop­
ularity through the American states.
Tragic Story of Stephen Foster

The conditions under which songs are 
published have vastly improved since the 
old days, and the composer who makes 
a hit may count with absolute certainty 
on receiving adequate remuneration for 
his labors. It is possible, too, as has 
been shown, for even the novice to reap 
a rich harvest with a first attempt, if it 
strikes the popular fancy. But such 
has not been the case always. Take the 
tragic story of Stephen C. Foster, whose 
beautiful melodies are inseparably linked 
with the history of the south. After 
Foster had composed many of his songs 
that are immortal—“My Old Kentucky 
Home,” “Nellie Gray,” “The Old Folks 
at Home,” “Massa’s in de Cold, Cold 
Ground,” “Gentle Annie,” and others— 
he lived in New York, and hawked his 
manuscripts • round the publishers, re­
ceiving sometimes as little as £l for a 
piece, or when he was more fortunate, 
perhaps £2. Through his dissolute hab­
its, this man of genius had become es­
tranged from his family, and lived in 
cheap lodging houses in the Bowery. Fre­
quently he went about without a shirt 
to his hack, with the collar of his coat 
turned up to hide this lack of attire. 
His favorite howff was a Third avenue 
grocery with a groggery at the back, 
and here he wrote some of his wonderful 
songs, sipping at intervals from a tall 
glass of “stone fence”—a mixture of rum 
and hard cider.

In one of the lodging houses to which 
he had gone to sleep one night, Foster 
woke up thirsty, and rose to get a drink 
of water. He stumbled in the dark and 
upset a wash-hand basin, which fell to 
the floor and broke. Foster lost his 
balance, and falling against the ragged 
edge of the broken basin, he received a 
deep wound in the neck. He was hur­
ried off to the hospital, where he died 
during the night.
A Hidden Musical Genius

For thirty years Paris ignored the hid­
den musical genius of M. Fanelli, who 
suddenly sprang into fame a few years 
ago. A timid little, modest man, who 
never had the courage to let the world 
know what he could do, contenting him­
self to occupy a lowly position in an 
orchestra, drumming out somebody else’s 
music, M. Fanelli was thrown out of 
work. When absolute destitution star­
ed him in the face he plucked up 
age to apply to a music publisher for 
some copying work to do. Work was 
given him, and later he fished out of 
his desk a symphony he had written 
thirty years before, and ventured to ask 
his employer’s opinion of it. The manu­
script was taken in hand, and a day or 
two later Fanelli got the shock of his 
life when told that it was going to be 
produced at a big concert. When the
