In this way the factory, which has 
many' millstones, can turn out thousands 
of real agates every day.

The alleys called chanas, plasters or pot­
teries are made of a kind of clay which is 
baked in wooden moulds, then dried and 
painted. Marbles called crystals glimmers 
oi glass and agates are very pretty when 
they are new, but as they are made of 
glass( they soon become chipped. These 
alley's are made by melting glass and then 
pouring it in polished moulds. Each mold 
holds but half a marble, but the halves 

put together so carefully that the 
seams cannot be found. The tiny alleys 
are called peawees, while the large ones 

called bumboes.
