Col. H. F. McLeod. M. P,, Frederic-
ton, former provincial secretary in the
New Brunswick governmeat, took the
stand when the court opened.

Questioned by Mr. Carter, he said
that he never had any conversation
with James Holland regarding arbitra-
tion, until the other evening after he
saw the matter mentioned in the news-
papers when he called up Mr. Holland
to ask him about it. The witness add-
ed that he had never approached Judge
Carleton regarding the appointment of
arbitrators.

Although he had many conversations
with John S. Scott, of Scott & Kelly,
he had no idea of the quantities in-
volved in their contract. He denied
that he had told Scott that no one could
get contracts on this section without
his consent. “We did discuss prices,” Mr.
MecLeod said, “and I said I would speak
abou it to my brother, Norman, who
was connected with the Hibbard Com-
pany, and get the best price I could for
him, but there was no mention of split-
ting the extra cent or any such amount.

“That is nonsense. I never said any-
thing of the kind, of course,” said Mr.
McLeod, regarding Scott’s evidence that
he had said he would not sign the bonds
if the engineers did not treat Scott right.

Regarding Scott’s statement the wit-
ness had told him to put in three cords
of wood and that would square them.
Mr. McLeod said that there was no
snow that winter and he could not get
#m his car load and he had to get it
where he could. He was ill and could
not attend to it and Scott got him some
wood, but he had expected to pay for
ft, “Saying that would sguare us is
a joke,” he added.

Mr. Carter quoted E. L. Kelly'’s
statement ithat, in a discussion
of prices the witness had said that if he

ot the extra price there should be some-
hing in it for him, Mr. Mcleod said
that the conversation never took place.

Regarding another conversation Mr.
McLeod said that Kelly was in his of-
fic only twice, both visits on the same
day, and that nothing like a statement
that “there should be something in it
for me” ever was made.

Again dealing with Mr. Kelly’s evi-
dence the witness denied the statemeat
about not signing the bonds, that the
men who got the first contract would
make no money on it or that Scott &
Kelly would make $10,000 oa theirs.
e also denied telling them that he
would want one half of the extra
$3,000.

Regarding his relations with Mr. Scott
the witness said that Scott was in his of-
fice about every time he was in Fred-
ericton for several years. He did not
charge up anything and never rendered
Scott an account. Scott paid him $50 on
account but not for endorsing a note. On
some oocasions when he was renewing
notes for Scott and Scott gave him mon-
ey to meet the interest he sometimes re-
turned the difference and sometimes Mr.
Scott told him he need mot mind.

Scott suggested that he might get a con-
tract and told the witness that if he did
get one he would need a regular solicitor
end would like to give him a decent re-
taining fee. The witness spoke to his
prother about Scott as he did about
other friends in his county. When the
eontract was signed Scott said that he
would lke to give him a retainer of $1,-
500 but the witness did not get the mon-
ey at that time and did not expect to
get it. He never told Scott that he did

not want his name mentioned in connec-
tion with the payment as he regarded it
as a pexfectly honorable transaction. He
did not even know that the money was
paid until along in July when he found
it had been deposited to his credit in
the bank.

Mr, Carvell Questions Him

the time he was a member of the legis-
lature and the government.
