A short dxstance from the
sea the river divides into three or.four
mouths, all of which are beset with flats
and sand-bars, and the water is extremely
shalloy and swift. Further up the river |
are numerous glaciers which project
and are continually breaking off into the
river, ecausing- whirlpools and: eddies. |
After the glacial-‘belt the river passes'
through a succession of deep canyons,
resulting in-impassable rapids. The riv-
er is not navigable for craft of the light-
est draft; even Indian ecanoes’in exberi-
enced hands catt only be used in ‘certain
places. Valdes bay, at the head of Cop-
per river, has a glacier at the head of
navigation. which is impassable except
on feot. Pack animals eannot cross it,
and it can be only crossed on foot at
great hazzards.
