How Clothes-Pins are Made.

A writer in an American centemporary
thus describes a clothes-pin factory :—The
process of making the pins is a very inter-
esting one.  The wood used is mainly
white birch and beech. Thelogs are cut
and hauled to the shores of the lake or
streams emptying into it, whence they are
floated down to the mill. As fast as re.
quired they are hauled into the mill by a
windlass and chain, worked by steam
power, and sawed into lengths of sixteen
or twenty two inches, the former to be
made into pins, and the latter into boards
for the boxes required in packing. The
sixteen inch lengths are next sawed into
boards of the required thickness by a
single machine, then into strips of the
proper size by a gang of twelve circular
saws, and finally into five inch lengths by
a gang of three saws, The logs have now
been cut up into blocks about five inches
long and three-fourths of an inch square,
Falling as they leave the saws on to an
elevator Delt, they are carried into an
upper story, and returning to the first
floor, are_deposited in troughs, whence
they are fed to the tarning lathes, of
which they are several, each being capable
of turning eighty pins per minute. They
are then passed to the slotting machines,
in which a peculiar arrangement of knives
inserted in a circular saw gives the slot
the proper flange, after which they are
automatically carried by elevator belts to
the drying bins on the second floor, where
they are subjected to a higher temperature
geuerated by steam pipes, until thoroughly
seasoned. There are several of these bins,
the largest of which hasa capacity of 100
boxes (72,000 pins) and the smaller ones
50. The pins are now ready for polishing
and packing. The polishing is accomplish-
ed by means of perforated cylinders or
drums. each capable of holding forty
bushels, in which the pinsare placed and
kept constantly revolving until they be-
come as smooth as if polished by hand
with the finest sandpaper. A few minutes
before this process is completed a small
amount of tallow is thrown into the
drums with the pins, after which a few
more revolutions gives them a beautful
glossy appearance. The polishing drums
are suspended directly. over the packing
counter on the first floor of the mill, and
being thus immediately beneath the
ceiling of the floor above, are readily fill-
ed through scuttles from the drying bins
on the second floor, and as easily emptied
upon the. counter below, where they are
sorted into first and second grades and
packed in boxes of five gross each. The
sorting and packing are done by girls ;
250 boxesare packed per day.

New Brunswick Logislature.

FREDERICTON, April 12.—The Legisla-
ture was opemed at three o'clock with
much pomp and military display. Capt,
Cropley commanded one of the finest
guards of honor ever seen here, and His
Honor was attended by a brilliant staff,
which included Lt. Col. Taylor, D. A. G.,
Capt. Street, D. A. G., Col. Marsh, Major
Staples, Captains Cropley, Barker and
Loggie, and Lieutenants Hazen, Perkins
and Russell; also Adjutant McLean of St.
John Fusileers, Sunbury sent Sheriff
Sterling and Coroner Brown. There was a
large gathering of spectators, including
many ladies. Major Beckwith command-
ed the artillery, who fired the customary
salute. The following is the Lieutepant
Governor’s

SPEECH:
AMr. President and Honorable Gentlemen or'
the Legislative Council :
Mr. Speaker and Gentlemen of the House
of Assembly :

A change of Administration having
taken place during the last session, I
deemed a prorogation advisable, and now
meet you, fully confiding in your desire
and ability to consider and dispose of the
public business.

Mr. Speaker and Gentlemen of the House
of Assembly :

An account of the revenue and expendi-
ture for the past fiscal year will be laid be-
fore you with the estimates for the current
year. A further statement of revenue
and expenditure since the close of the
fiscal year will be submitted to you, ac-
companied by a detailed statement of the
tinancial condition of the Province.

Mr. President and Honorable Gentlemen of
the Legislative Council :

MMr. Speaker and Gentlemen of thefHouse
of Assembly :

The facts embodied in the financial
statements to be laid hefore the Assembly
will suggest Legislation of s fiscal char-
acter, and I invite your consideration to
the measure that will be proposed bearing
upon that object.

It is important that an early. effort be
made to reduce the expenses of Legisla-
tion, of the Executive Government, and
of the administration of the Law, in so
far as the same can be effected without im-
paring the efficiency of the Public Service;
and I feel convinced that the initiatory
measures which shall be laid before you,
looking to that end, will be favorably re-
ceived.

The subject of vesting all Legislative
powers in one Chamber has in recent years
occupied the attention of the Legislature
and the country, without any decisive
action being taken in regard thereto, My
Government will introduce a measure up-
on this subject.

The various claime of New Brunswick
upon the Dominion Government, with
which you are familiar, and which are still
unsettled, may again demand your atten-
Finn, and all papers and all correspondence
in reference thereto will be laid before
y\‘h.

Information to the working of the Stock
Farm will be submitted. The facts will
enable you to judge how far that experi-
ment, made in the interest of the Farmers
of our Province, is giving an adequate re-
turn for the expenditure which it involves.

The subject of the collection and circu-
lation of reliable information regarding
our large areas of cioice and admirably
situated tarming lands, together with the
best means of facilitating and promoting
their occupation by industrious settlers,
more particularly by. the youth of our
own Province, has engaged the attention
of my Government, aud you will be asked
to take steps to secure this highly desira-
ble object.

The conservation of our forests, in
accordance with the best methods, is a
matter of the greatest importance, and
your co-operation will be sougbt in pro-
moting that result. My Government will
keep in view the necessity of securing an
adequate return from this our most impor-
tant source of local revenue.

The protection of the inland tisheries,
the rights of riparian proprietors, and the
collection and diffusion of information in
regard to the mineral resources of the
Province are matters of public interest,
which are receiving the attention of my
Government,

The approaching Exhibition which is to
be held in Saint John, and which will be at
once of a centennial and Dominion charae-
ter, will afford another opportunity of
making known the resources and capabili-
ties, not only of the Province but of the
great Dominion of which it forms an im-
portant part, and of manifesting and stim-
ulating the patriotism and enterprise of
our people. A sunitable grant will be ask-
ed in aid of this important undertaking.

While, owing to circumstances, you
have been convened at a period of the
year when private business: must soon
make urgent demands upon your time, I
feel contideut that these and other matters
involving the best interests of the Pro-
vince, will receive your earnest, intelligent
and patriotic consideration ;'and my sin-
cere desire is that, in all your delibera-
tions, you may experience Divine guid-
ance.

The members of the Assembly baving
returned to. their chamber, Hon. Mr.
Elderintroduced, pro forma, abill entitled
an act to incorporate the New Brunswigk
Histcrical Society.

MR. BURCHILL.

Mr. Barchill then moved the address in
reply to the Speech. After reading the
reply, he said he regretted that some gen-
tleman more competent had not been as-
signed the task of moving the address.
He knew, however, that the House had
always extended a certain amount of for-
bearance to members speaking for the first
time, and he hoped, in his case, the same
would be done. He then took up the re-
ply. He said he believed the country de-
sired to ascertain the true state of the
finances, which he had been advised had
not been made apparent by the late Gov-
ernment, He hoped, when snch was as-
certained and laid before the House, it
would prove of a satisfactory character.
He dealt briefly with the fourth and fifth
paragraphs. Heretofore the expenditure
on legislation had been too large. The
less expenditure in this direction the more
there would be to cxpend on roads,
bridges, etc. He touched on the Stock
Farm and said he considered the whole
House would be interested in receiving
statements of its present condition. K
reference to the section touching on the
settlement of Crown Lands he regretted
that more new settlers did not go on our
lands. Large numbers of persons were
leaving the Province and settlingout west.
This was to be regretted and ought to be
remedied if possible. Our own lands were
as good for settlement as any others in the
Dominion. The preservation of our for.
ests he deemed of vital impertance, as
from* this came the greater part of our
casual revenue. They should be carefully
protected and any law tending in that
direction must receive the approval of the
House and couuntry. The same remark
would apply to other sources of revenue,
fisheries, mining, etc. In conclusion, he
said that although the convening of the
House was at a time when most of the
members would rather be at home, yet he
felt in the interest of previncial affairs
they would give all matters a just and
careful consideration without using un-
necessary haste.

MR. HIBBARD.

Mr. Hibbard seconded the address.
He made a very excellent impression, and
his remarks were well received.

MR. WETMORE.

Mr. Wetmore asked .the Government
that the consideration of the address in
reply might be postpoped. He said it
was unusual to take a course of this kind,
besides. as there were matters of import-
ance in the speech, the House nceled
time for its consideration, He thercfn?e
asked the indulgence of the House in
what he considered a request for fair play.

HON. MR. BLAIR

said he hoped the geutlemen opposite
would always find the Government
