He was of the 
opinion that with a pressure oS 82 
pounds at the hydrant at the corner 
of Brin and Brunswick streets, un 
engine was unnecessary. It would have 
a tendency to reduce rather than in 
crease the force of the supply.

Whatever may have been the cause 
of the lack of pressure in the water 
supply to the recent tires in Dock and 
Erin streets, there was no reason to 
complain of the force of the streams at 
the slight tire in the coal pocket on 
Saturday night. The water was thrown 
to the top uf the boiler room without 

difficulty.
Investigation made by Aid. Frink, 

chairman of the water and sewerage 
board, on Saturday tend to show that 
the loss of pressure at the Erin street 
fire, although it undoubtedly existed, 
was both local and transitory. Tests 
made over n. wide area in the neighbor­
hood showed that the pressure averag­
ed 20 pounds more than In July last 
when 11. G. Hunter, engineer on the 
distribution system, relinquished his 
position.
