Fire Area Was 40 Blooks And
Latest Estimate Of Loss Is
$3,500,000 — Two. Lives
Were Lost.

Bangor, Maine, May 1.—Homeleas,
hungry and exhausted by the long
fight against the flames which had de-
stroyed practically a third of the city
of Bangor last night, thousands of
persons who had spent the night in
the open air, protected omly by a
meagre supply of blankets, today fac-
ed the problem of providing them-
selves with food, shelter and clothing,
while city and state suthorities began
the consideration of plans for the re-
building of the city.

When dawn broke over the stricken
city today, bhundreds of groups ot
men, women and children, most of
them stunned by the disaster which
had befallen the city, could be seen
huddled around smouldering bon-fires
or stretched along the edge of the
smoking ruins, endeavoring to derive
some comfort from the warmth of the
fires and protect themselves from the
chilly rain that fell throughout the
night. Although the rain brought dis-
comfort to the homeless, it wus the
weans of bringlng under control the
great conflagration which spread un-
checked for more than seven hours
last night,

At & time when the battle of the
firemen and householders agalust the
flames seemed hopeless, a providen-
tial shift of wind, and a downpouriof
rain drove the fire back over the burn-
@d district and drowned out the flames
which had just started in unburned
property.

At 8 a. m, today tHfd fire was virtual-
1y extinguished and no further spread
of ihe flames was anticipated. One-
third of the city had been destroyed,
including some of the finest homes in
the residential part of Bangor, all of
the public bulldings with the excep-
tion of the city hall and the greater
part of the retail business section.

The loss of life, 30 far as known
this morning, was confined to two
persons, and only balfl a dozen in
{und ones had been admitted to the
hospitals,
