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TORIES DISGUSTED

~ OVER THE PROTESTS

B

Blame Geo. W. Fowler
. for the Four Filed in
Nﬁew Brunswick

Kings-Albert, York and Both
St. John Seats—Claimed
Papers Were Filed Too
Late—356 in All Dominion,
of Which 35 Are in Quebec
—None in Nova Scotia.

Fredericton, N. B., Dec. 6.—(Special)—
Election protests against the return of
0. 8. Crocket, in York; Hon, Dr. Pugs-
ley and Dr. J. W. Daniel, in St. John,
and Dr. D. H. McAlister in Kings-Albert,
were filed here yesterday afternoon with
T. C. Allen, clerk of pleas. In each case
the petition alleges bribery and corruption
on the part of the member elect and his
agents and asks for disqualification. The
petitioners are William Graham, of Doug-
las, against Crocket; J. Milton Price,
against Pugsley; J. D. Pollard Lewin
against Daniel, and George W. Fowler
dgainst MecAlister. A petition had been
prepared against Col. McLean in Sunbury
and Queens but, at the last moment, A.
B. Wilmot, son of the Conservative can-
didate, who had the matter in hand, did
not file the papers. ¢
. The protest against McAlister was filed
by W. B. Jonah, of Sussex, at four min-
utes to 4 o’clock. Immediately afterwards
Peter J. Hughes handed in the papers
ugainst Crocket and C. F. Sanford filed
the protest against Daniel. The papers in
the Pugsley case were filed at the same
time by R. B. Hanson, acting for J. B. M.
Baxter. In each case $1,000 in bills was
deposited with the clerk of pleas. Dr. A.
0. Earle is acting as counsel in the inter-
=sts of the Liberal petitioners.

Under the terms of the order-in-council
passed some time ago the office of the
vlerk of pleas closes at 1 v'clock on Satur-
day, but Mr. Allen kept open until 4
o’clock vesterday to accommodate the
lawyers, who were here to file election
protests. ;

It is probable that a preliminary objec-
tion will be raised against the petitions
on this ground. While the petitions were
being filed Dr. Earle drew attention to
the fact that it was after 3 o’clock.

The respondents are allowed fifteen days
after the serving of notices in which to
file counter petitions.

Crocket 'and Daniel were very anxious
to have the petitions eawed off; George
W. Fowler insisted, however, on protest-
ing McAlister, and although the telephone
wires between this city and Sussex were
kept hot during the day he positively re-
fused to eurrender. Crocket and Daniel,
and those acting with them, put in a stren-
uous day here yesterday, trying to arrange
3 saw-off and they are mad as March
hares over their failure. They lay the
blame for the whole trouble upon the
shoulders of Fowler and declare that they
will have no further dealings with him.
The filing of a petition against Crocket
was a shock to local Tories and they are
at a loss to know just what to do about
1t.

An Exciting Scene.

Amid a scene of considerable excitement
and within four minutés of the time limit,
petitions were filed in Fredericlon on
Saturday afternoom, against the election
of Dr. J, W. Daniel, M. P. for St. John,
0. S. Crocket, M. P. for York, Hon. Wil-
liam Pugsley, M. P. for 8t. John city and
county, and Dr. D. H. McAlister, M. P.
for Kings-Albert. The Conservatives were
snxious that there should be no protests,
and Geo. W. Fowler, of Sussex, is blamed
by them for the filing of any. W. B.
Jonah, who represented him in Frederic-
ton on Saturday, held out against all urg-
ing and insisted on filing the protest
ngainst Dr. McAlister. Despite strenu-
ous efforts throughout the day on the
part of prominent Conservatives, including
Premier Hazen, to call off Mr. Fowler,
the ex-member for Kings-Albert, remained
obdurate. His petition was filed with T.
Carleton Allen, clerk of the pleas, at 3.56

p.m. The other protests followed as a
matter of course. Under an order in
council, the office of the clerk of the

pleas is supposed to close at 1 o’clock on
Saturday. As no petitions were filed at
that hour Mr. Allen kept his officc open
vntil 4 p.m. Among those who took part
in the proceedings were Dr. Daniel, Col.
¥I. T1. McLean, M. 7., Dr. Allan O. Earle,
J. D. Pollard Lewin, C. 8. F. Sanford of
St. John, James H. Crocket and O. 8.
Urocket of Fredericton and Mr. Jonah of
Bussex. .

COol. McLean Tells of the Proceed-
ings. :
Col. MecLean, who returned to the city
on Saturday evening, in an interview with
a Telegraph reporter yesterday, gave a
graphic account of exciting incidents which
accompanied the filing of the petitions.
*When Mr. Jonah appeared on the scene
on Saturday morning with
against Dr. McAlister,” said Col. McLean,
it was like a bolt from the bluc for the
Conservatives. 1t had been practically
agreed among all parties that there should
be no proteste, and Mr. Fowler was un-
derstood to have becn one of those who
consented. The greatest consternation pre-
vailed in the Conservative camp, and the
wires to Sussex were kept hot in a con-
tinuwous cffort to induce Mr. Yowler .to
come into line. Every prominent Con-
servative in the province who could be
veached was pressed into the service. Mr.
Hazen and W. H. Thorne among others

were called in to assist.

Bets were frecly offered that the efforts
to induce Mr. Fowler to withdraw would
prove successful. As 4 o’clock approached,
the legal representatives of the members
interested, with the exception of Mr.
Jenah, took their seats around the clerk’s
table, and sat watching each other, the
Liberals ready {o file a protest in response
to any such move on the part of the Con-
vervatives. When the hands of the office
clock pointed to 4, there was a general
request to Mr, Allen to cloge up, and his
announcement that it was five minutes
pust, and that he would take the time by
nis own watch only, served to add to the
excitement. A scout arrived with the news
that no one ias in sight, and cveryone
was congratulating everybody clse that
there would be no protests, when word
was brought n that Mr. Jonah, pursued
by several Conservative politicans in hot
argument, had been scen hurrying down
the street.

and $1,000 in bills, in the clerk’s hands.
Then evervone else became busy, and the
other three protests were filed. 1 un-
derstand,” added Col. McLean, “that Mr.
Jonah’s watch was wrong, and he thought
he had twenty minutes to spare.” It was
very exciting.

Conservatives Angry Over It.

“The Conservative friends of Dr. Daniel
and Mr. Crocket,” rtemarked Col. Mec-
Lean, laughing, “are very angry with Mr.
Fowler. James H. Crocket, Oswald
Crocket and Dr. Daniel came down from
Fredericton Saturday night, and I am in-
formed, went through to Sussex to spend
Sunday with him in earnest exhortation
and to show him the error of his ways.”

Speaking of the petition which had been
filed against Dr. Pugsley’s election, Col.
McLean said an offer was made to Dr.
Pugeley on Friday, not to protest his elec-
tion if no petilions were filed against Dr.
Daniel, but that he would not agree to
the proposal. Dr. Pugsley took the ground
that as the leader of the party, he must
protéct his supporters and that if any
petitions were filed against a Liberal mem-
ber in New Brunswick, protests against
the return of Dr. Daniel and Mr. Crocket
should be proceeded with. He insisted
that his own convenience must not be
consulted in a way that would sacrifice
the interests of Dr. McAlister or any other
Liberal member.

The Next Step.

With reference to the procedure which
follows the filing of a petition, Col. Mec-
Lean said the petitions had to be served
on the protested members within ten
days, after which they -were given five
days in which to file preliminary objec-
tions. It depended on the length of time
taken in fighting over the objections when
the trials would be held. It was not usual
for such cases to be tried during a session
of parliament, and there. was, therefore,

Boston, Dec. 6.—Two steamers plying
between Boston and Halifax arrived in
port late today, bringing tales of narrow
escapes -from watery graves. ’

The , Boston, of the Dominion Atlantic
line, caught fire in her hold on her way
to Yarmouth last Friday when fifty miles
;out of Yarmouth. The fire raged about
a cargo of oil and the crew extinguished
the flames only after a terrible battle.
The passengers became panic-stricken and
Captain Simms maae ready to abandon
the ship if it became necessary.

The Plant line steamer Lady Sybil came
into port decked with ice. The steamer
left Halifax Friday morning and ran into
a gale under a heavy drop in the mercury.
The ice coated the bow and could not be
removed owing to the rolling of the ves-
sel and the increased weight threatened
to sink her with every big wave. Captain
Draydon stuck to the bridge through tne
trip and all but collapsed from exraustion
when the vessel was finally docked late
today, twenty hours overdue.

Montreal, Dec. 6.—The outcome of yes-
terday’'s contestations in the province of
Quebec shows that thirty-five seats have
been petitioned against. The Conserva-
tives have entered petitions against Rim-
ouski, Temiscouata, Montmagny, Lotbin-
iere, Port Neuf, Quebec county, Quebec
Centre, Montmorency and Bellechasse, in
the Quebec district and Brome, Stand-
stead, Drummond and Arthabaska in the
Eastern Townships with Huntingdon, Cha-
teauguay, St. Marys, St. Lawrence, St.
James, Hochelaga, Maskinonge, Joliette,
Montralm, Berthier, Two Mountains and
Beauharrois in the Montreal district.

The Liberals contest, Mr. Monk in Jac-
ques Cartier, Mr. Doherty in St. Ann’s,
Ames in St. Antoine, Perley in Argen-
teuil, Col. Worthington in Sherbrooke,Mr.
Price in Quebec West, Forget in Charle-
voix, Blondin in Champlain, Dr. Lortie in
Soulanges, Nantel in Terrebonne and Ha-
quette in 1.'Islet.

Disqualification and the annulling of the
clection is asked in every case on both
sides of the house, but the Conservatives
have gone one better.

Negotiations for the ‘‘saw-off”’ began
about a week ago with the result that on
Saturday, when the court closed, no peti-
tions had been filed. The lawyers repre-
senting both parties were in court Satur-
day and remained watching each other till
1 o’clock, when the office closed.

DROWNED 00T

Vessel is Much Damaged as Well as
Cargo in Three of Her Holds.

Portland, Me., Dec. 5.—After burning
thirty hours the fires in the three holds
of the Dominion liner Cornishman, Capt,
J. H. A. Thornton, were extinguished to-
day and the work of pumping out the
hundreds of thousands ot gallons of water
pumped into her in drowning out the
tires was begun. The cargo in the fourth
hold was believed to be intact.

The superstructure of the stern of the
steamship is ruined, her life boats were
burned and the paint on her steel super-
structure was badly scorched. The for-
ward superstructure was not damaged.
The damage in the holds and to the steel
plates cannot be determined until the
cargo has béen removed.

Of 63,550 bushels of wheat on board,
probably not more than 16,000 bushels was
saved. The loss on this alone was $47,-
550. Outside of the wheat the cargo on
board as compiled at the Dominion line
office today was as follows: 1,560 boxes of
provisions, 110 barrels of provisions, 106
tierces of provisions, 450 bags of oatmeal,
961 sacks of flour, three cars of organs,
cight cars of paper, 1,643 barrels of apples
and 210 cases of canned goods.

Yesterday's estimates of 'an aggregate
loss of half a million dollars rémamed
unchanged today. The losses are all cov-
ered by insurance. .

An investigation of the cause of the fire
was started but nothing positive has been
learned.

An inquiry into the whole occurrence is
being conducted here and the statement
of Captain Jewett has been taken down
by the local administration.
