se 1l: 'Et de pay.er les taxres spéciales pour augmenter le re-
venu, qui seront imposées par le Conseil Municipal sur les
compagnies jouissant de privilèges dans la Ville". Et que
deux clauses soient ajoutées au cahier des charges, com-
me suit:

"37-L'ntrpreeurdevra s'engager à ne faire partie
d'aucun syndicat (combine), à ne pas affermer ou trans-
férer à d'autres les droits que lui confère son contrat, et
à ne pas acheter les droits d'autres compagnies ou à alié-
uer autrement les droits que lui confère le présent con-
trat ou à mettre eu commun (pool) ses recettes, sans la
permission du Conseil Municipal, sous peine d'annula-
tion de son contrat ert de confiscation dlu montant déposé
comme cautionnement aux termes de la clause 11.

38.-L'entrepreneur devra exécuter 30% des travaux
mentionnés dans son contrat, dans douze (12) mois, et
40% de travaux additionnels, dans dix-huit (18) mois> de
la date de la signature d'udit contrat, à défaut de quoi la
Ville Be réserve le droit d'annuler ledit contrat et de cou-
fisquer~ le montant déposé comme cautionnement aux ter-
mes de la clause 11."
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On motion of AId. Ward, it was
Resoivecl: That the followlng words be added to clau-

se 11:
"And to comply with speclal taxation for revenue that

may be lmposed by the City Councl on companies exer-
cising franchise rlghts within the City; and tha.t two
clauses be added to the specifications as follows:

37.-The contractor shall bind himself not to -enter any
combine flot to lease or transfer to others the rigbt of bis
conitract, or buy out the right of other companies or other-
wise alienate any right to hlm. conferred by the present
contract; or pool the earpings without the permission of
the City Council under penalty of fokfeittng thls contract
and the guarantee pr<&vided for in clause 11.

38.-The contractor wlll be re,,qulred to perform. 30% of
the works mentloned in his contract withln 12 months,
and 4W% '/f additionsl works wtthin 18 months from the
date of the siguiug of said contract, and failing to do so,
the City reserves the clight to caneel sa&d contract and for-
toit the guarantee stipulated li clause 11.

It was also Resoived:
That clause 25 shall read as f ollows:
Tue Mayor may upon two years notice to the oontractor,

annul thse contraet made in these specifications, in whlch
caethe City will purchase the~ poles, hangers wlres, lampe,

conduits work, and overhead construction in use at theïr
thon actuai valuation, plus 10% thse same to be determlned
by expert valuators.

Resolved: That claupae 26 re tie esuploymeut of laborers
lu the execution of thse contract be canoelled.

On motion of Aid. Laviolette, it was
Resolved: That thse report re specifications for eleetrie

contract be received ns amended and a report made to
Gouncil accordingl3'.
