For the week ending 50th August, 1941, a total of 682 (665) 

Medical Boards on members of the Canadian Army (Active) were 
reviewed and approved at N.D.H.Q. Of this number 555 (501) 
were Category ''S'* Boards.

Category "IS" Boards represented .14?. ( .15^) of the total 
Canadian Army (Active) strength, Overseas and in Canada, of 229,608 (229,8a0) as at 25rd August, 1941.

(b) Hospitalization
7/eekly hospital returns to 50th August, 1941, show a 

total sick in hospital of 5*659 (5*866) distributed as follows;
Military Hospitals .......... 2,577 (2,684)
D.P. & il.II. Hospitals ....... 677 ( 78I)
Civilian Hospitals ........ .. 585 ( 401)

This represents a sick wastage of 2•72% (2.79%) based on 
the Active Army strength in Canada of 155,724 (15o,529) as at
