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that they can either be carried as itretcheri,

or slung from a ship's side, or put on hand-

trolleys and wheeled. The Naval Hospital at

Plymouth is a model of neatness and smartness,

each patient in the officers* quarters gets a

small room to himself which is called a cabin ;

the orderlies are all ex-sailors and handy and

obliging as only sailors can be ; and the naval

nurses in their smart blue uniforms are a pleasure

to watch.

I stayed at Plymouth for five days, when I

was allowed to travel to London.
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
