the Young People’s Association, the Society of Christian 
Endeavor, the Literary Society, the Young People’s 
Guild. The Young People's Union, which exists at 
present, was organized in the closing months of 1007 
sjtecially with the view of binding together all the 
young people of the various organizations, and of 
helping them to realize their congregational connec­
tion. The Societies which agreed to enter the Union 
are the Men’s Bible Class, the Minister's Bible Class, 
the Sabbath School Association, the Young Women's 
Auxiliary and the Tennis Club. The Union hopes to 
form a rallying centre for all the young people of the 
Church.
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
