The regenerate who fall away from
their bsptismsl grace, fall agein under
thelr own homan spirit, and in some
meteure under the spirit of Satan, Vis-
ibly they are in the kingdom of God ;
inviibly they live by the sphit of the
world ; they sre deed to God and alive to
the world. In body they are in the Church,
& St. Augustine ssye, bat in heart they
are out of ift, God only can kuow who
they are ; we can only fear and pray for
them, They bave many spots of worldli-

focd and drink snd ease, full enjoyment
of all lawful thinge, often passtug into
imnioderation ; a selfish forgetfulness of
what is due to others, e if we were on
anotier level with specte] privileges and e
laiger liberty ; a love of soclety without
moisl diecernment of the charscter of
persons, houses, amusements ; conformity
to the three axioms of soclety—to think
a8 the majority think; to do as thte
mej ity do ; to follow the fashions of the
msjority In hours, amusements, expendi-
ture, dreee, langusge, reading, in prafsing
or condemsing ; that is, to take as rules
of life public oplnion, custom, and con-
formity to “the concuplscence of the
eyes, and the pride of life, which {s not
of the Father, but js of the world.”

No one s safe frcm this eubtile rtmos-
phere ; no place Is & shelter from it. The
sanctusry may be tainted by it; all
homes are open to it ; we are enveloped
by it on every side. The only shelter
from it1s in cur own heart; the only
safety, under God, is in being dead to the
world and to its spirit.

Sumetimes we are told that we ought
to wix freely in the world, that the world
may be saved, How many with this bigh
alm have elmply lost themselves. It is
not by conformity to the world that we
shall convert the world. It isonly by a
humble but ivflexible antagonlsm “of
thought, word and deed to the humsn
aplrit which relgus in the world that we
shall escape its power of aselmilation, ard
perliaps win back some who are entangled
1n it to the liberty of a higher life.

Do not fear therefore to be thought
over strict ; do not fear to be reproached
es extreme ; do not fesr to be in a min-
orl'y, never compromising principles, or
forsaking a duty, cost what it may of the
world’s favor. But be as unchaugeahle
in hunillty, modesty, and charity as you
are in firmness.

Fortitude 1s a gift of the Holy Ghost ;
fo eico is charity. Sepsrated, they may
be rudenees and harshpess ; united they
are Irreslstible,

But it we cannot serve the world, nor
shield curselves from {te acsimilation ¢x-
cept by a firm but unpretending antagon-
{em, it {a certalu that we canmot be ur-
worldly withont mortification of self.
Without mortification of celf we should
soou be confcrmed to the world, There
cen be no real mortificatlon of eelf with
out the love of God ard our mneighbor,
When the love of God reigus in the heart,
the love of souls eprings up and relgne
everywhere. Take no lower or lesser
test of your epiritual state, Do I love
my veighbor { If not, I cannotlove &od.
What bave I ever dene, whet am I doing
now, for the love of my neighbor ? Have
Iglven him food or clothing? Have I
prayed, or denled myself, for his salva.

fed, an comfortable-looking, that you
conclude they do not suffer much by what
they are bothered out of, |

There s notbiog very much meaner
than & mean critic of a good man. There
18 no mobler specimen of humankind than
the hard-working Catholic priest, whose
whole life 1s & career of self.sacrifice, Al
the joya and pleasantries that attach us to
life he foregoes, Lonel , save for the
consolations God bestows, he gives himself
with all the earnestness of his heart and
all his strength of mind and body to the
service of the Uhurch ; nor does he look
for wealth, or family preferment, or any
reward save that which 1s not of this
world, And how does he serve the Church 1
By laboring all his life through to make
us better men and women. In our hearts
snd minds he finds the field for his efforts,
We realize the fruits of his culture, and
our children reslize them, and the laborer,
what is his wages? A coneclousness of
duty done and sometimes the consolation
which abides in the thought that he owes
the gratitude of some he has striven
for, and for whom, were the meed to
arlse, he would lay down everything,
even his life. Every one of us knows
that this is the simple truth,

Now, a parish {s a bit of machinery that
requires s lot of lubricating. The church,
the schools, the poor, the sick, sud even
the priest’s baker are wheels and shafts
whose bearirges cannot be kept from
equeaking uclees the monetary ofl.can be
ueed. If & man work for us, we must
supply him with materials, Whena priest
le directing & parish, he is runnicg our
machine, Surely, thep, we are bound to
supply him means to prevent it breaking
down, To this end he needs the oil ot
our goodwill and sympathy ; but he also
requires the lubricating power which lies
in dollars and cents, These it s noth-
ing short of our daty to extent
to him, When the parish priest aeks
money, it is not for his behalf, but to
promote our interests. That is a very
pitiable individual which wars against its
own welfare by resenting such an appeal,
Butitis a very common character. It
can be met waiting near the church door
any Sunday after Mass, when a collection
has been asked—self-satisfied, plump,
generally with an ample quantity of cufts
and collar, or gorgeously cloaked and
bonneted, and full of eloquence touching
“how it is always the money question,”
Such are just the people who rarely drop
snythiog but pennies into the plate, but
if occasionally they give a dollar or so
towards a special work, they do so with
a8 much flourish as if it were at least ten
or twenty, They are indeed the mean
critics,

Taen, lot us all give with a good heart
towards our church, according to each
oue’s means, be they large or emall, in this
respcet the Caurch leaves us absolute
freedom, so that all are free to exercise
their own judgment in the matter,—The

THE NEW PLANTATION SCHEME
IN IRELAND,

Some time since 1t was stated that an
effort 1s belng made to bring about a “‘new
plantation” 1n the countles of Louth and
Meath, This was to be effected by evict.
ing the rack rented Cathollc tenanty and
puttiog into their holdinge P:otestants
from the North, That the eff.rt {s belog
made s & proved fact, though it by no
means followa that it will be eucceesful,
A advertisement was Ineerted in cestain
obscure papers of the North of I elard by
Messrs. Dudgeon and Emerson, Lsnd
Agents of Dublin, and Haut W, Chambre
of Stewartstown, addreseed to “Protestant
tenant farmers and their Sons,” and stat
ing that in the countles named there are
several vacant firms In close proximity
to the important seaport and market town
of Drogheda which will be let on terms
specially advantageoua to suitable tenante
The advertlsement suggestively states that
“none but Protestants need apply.”

The property referred to in this prec-
lous advertisemert Is on the estate of Lnd
Masssrene, and the scheme of crowding
off the Catbolie tenantiry, aud the subati.
tution of Protestants in their places ls
regarded with great favor by Mr T, W,
Russell, M. P, for Tyrcne, who has received
some subacriptions of £1,000 each from
several wealthy Eogllshwen to help it
forward. These people imagine that if
the tactics of Oliver Cromwell can be
made to succeed, the Irish problem will
be eatisfactortly solved ; but though the
Coerclonist Government would, un.
doubtedly, be very gled to see such a
scherue carrled out, the expericace of the
ﬁuz proves that it will be futile. Mr,

alfour may have the wish to be the
Cromwell of the the 19th century, but he
fs too far bekind Cromwell in abllity to
carry out such & programme, Times have
changed since Cromwell's days, and the
people are in s position to make a more
successfal utsndp for thelr rights as men
than they were in the middle of the i7th
centary,

But in the present case the principal
danger 1s not thet the tenantry will stand
for their rights by lawiul measures, There
bave been attempts at this kind of planta-
ticns before now—and all have ended
disastrously, Men may act peacefully as
lot g as they have hope, ard the evicted
teuants of Lord Maswarene are stillin hope
that new laws will recoguize their rights
to the eoil. But when hope is gone, des-
peration ensues. They ceaseto bs peace-
able and law.abiding, It s much to be
regretted, but it i the teaching of exper-
lence that this is the case. Oatrages and
ctimes have invariably followed settle-
ments which have been made in the style
after which it {s proposed to make this
new gettlement—and the result has always
been the same, total fallure, It 13
sald  that thirteen new teoauts
have accepted the offers of Messrs,
Dudgeon and Emerson, but to eay
nothing of the arrogauce and brutality
of the arrargement, it can s:arcoly be ex-
pected that 1v will succeed any better than
similar experiments in the pset. Itisto
be hoped for the pesce of the country
that the men of the North will not lend
themselves to the carrylog out of this
Propossl so ur jast to those who have becn
already barbarously treated, and to
davgerous on account of ils exciting to
vindictive courses the tenants whose
rights have been already contemptuousiy
disregarded, We dlsapprove of agrarian
outrazes, but as long a3 men have human
uature, when they are outraged they wiil
retaliate wich outrages of the worst kiud,
not stopping short even of murder, when
retaliation is their object.

THE CHRISTIAN HOME.,

THE ORNAMEMTS WHICH UBED TO
MAKE IT RESEMBLE HEAVKN.

There s a strikivg contrast between the
Interior decorations of the Caristfan home
at the present day, says the Ave Marla,
and those which marked such abodes in
ihe ages of faith, It was especially by
the means of statues, paintirgs, and eveu
the varlous objects of housshold furniture,
thai our forefathers give exoression to
the sentiments of faith and plety with
which they were animated. The priuci
pal room of the house coatained a kind
of little chapel, with its stmple altar sur-
rounded by devout plctures or statues,
and there the family would assemble for
morning and evening prayers. Through
other rooms statues or pictures of devo
tion were everywhere to be seen, whila
gold or eilver cruclfixes, Agnus Dels,
richly adorned reliquaries, and the like,
were the chief ornaments worn by the
pious members of the Christian family.

At the present dsy as a general thiug
all this Is changed, If, at most, s cruci
fix or astatue1s placed in an apartment
very rarely vislted by a stranger, there is
nothing else to distiogutsh the plous
family from the reverse. Within our
modern abodes—even of professing Chrls.
tlane—one may see profane statues and
paintings the subject of which often times
18 of such a nature as to cause children to
ask questions that parents dare not
anewer. If our modern artist or dealer
in works of art is asked why no Chrls-
tlan subject is found in studio or
store, the answer {s that such works
have been made and kept but it has been
found very difficult to dlspose of them
Thera are indeed unmistakable signs of a
tendency on the part of the spirit of the
age to return to paganiem in art, and a
serlous obligation {s thereby impored on
true Christlans to strive, both by word or
example, to counteract that tendency.
Let them realize how effectually they eav,
by the decorations of their home, foster
and Increace that falth and plety by
which they may best serve thelr own
interests of the religlon they profess.
For it s well known that the
‘“room filled with religlous plctures ex-
cites good thoughts ;” the representations
of the mysteries of religion and the lives
of the saints, the statues of our Lord,
His Blessed Mother, aud the heroes of the
Christian falth, must serve to remiad both
old and young of obligations they have
assumed, and incite them to be comstant
and falthfal in following the path which
leads to the attaloment of their destiny.

struets or impedes an Inspector or Assistant
Inspector lu the performance of his duty
unaer sald Act, or who refuses 10 produce
the whole of his Welghts and Measures for
tuspection when called upon to do so by an
Inspecting OfMicer.

2. Every trader, manufacturer and owner
of Welghts, Meusures and Welghing
Machines, when paylug moneys to Inapec-
tors or Assistant lnspeciors of Welghts and
Meansures, for verifiontion fees, s entitled 1o,
Aand is apeciully requested Lo demand from
the officer who mukes the Inspection, an
official certificate (** Form O 6" withthe words
“Original for the Trader,” printed at the
head thereof , properly silled out and stamped,
And Al80 AL Lue swme Lime to carefully ascer-
taln whether or not the stamps attached to
such certificate rerrewul eractly in value
the amount of cwsh pald. Trwders are re-
querted Lo bear 1n minJd that ceriificates of
verification sre of no value whatever unless
Stamps covering the full amount of fees
charged are altachea.

3, Owners or holders of these ofticlal cer-
titlcates are kpeciully reuested to keep them
carefully for two years, and In order to
secure thelr safe keeping it would be advis-
able to placard 1hem In thelr places of busi-
ness in the mauner in which ordinary
license certificates are done: for 1t must be
distinetly understood that sll traders who
are unable to produce thelr properly stamped
certificates, when asged Lo 00 80 by an la-
