A mteam Ronsting and Bakiog Oven,

(From the Lockport Daily Union.
The attention of a representative of this
wper was yesterday uttracted to a novel and
)teresting steam oven, the invention of John
| Asheroft, of New York, which is designed to
do away with the old wood or coal stove.
| The stove is located over 19, West Muin
| sireet, where its practical workings can be
aoen,
| Yesterday about 11 o'clock thas stove was
| put in operation, and the following articles
‘ were cooked in the times specified 3
s'vak (roasted) 45 minutes ; chicken (r
i) minutes ; potatoes, 27 minutes ; onions, 1
& hoar ; eggs, (fried on both sides) 3 minutes ;
| ehops, 63 minutes ; steak, 9 minutes ; bread,
(baked) 1 hour ; apples, 25 minutes. The
articles mentioned were all put into ths dif-
ferent receptacles at the same time, and re-
quired the time as stated to cook them. The
bread was beautifully baked, being as nicely
browned as it is possible to do by a wood or
coal stove, as were all the other articles, and
st an average pressare of 21 pounds of steam.
The point of supericrity claimed for this in-
vention over the old method of cooking are
that it is less expensive, there is no dirt or
dust carried into thé house, and that it cooks
all animal and vegetable food in a mce
thorough manner. The inventor has a num-
ber of his stoves in sunccesssful operation at
(irard  College, Philadelphia. Besides,
the above mentioned college, he has them in
an asylum at Morris Plaing, N. J., the Sol-
diers' Home at Dayton, O., at Trenton. N. J..
and in public institutions at mauy other
places. The stoves are designed for use in
hotels, steamships, and all publicinstitutions,
Lnt more especially for private families, and
are calenlated to bo used in conjunction with
the Holly stei y . At the trial yvester-
y thero wero present, Birdsall Holly,
voutor of the steam system, Messrs. H.

Phe Bemarkabie Lile of Bev. Canon
Beadon.

{From the Léndon Iancet.]
The canses of life nnd death are, to some
ektent, identical. Influences which kill the
Wealk strengtiien the strony, and i the mu
taal reaction of a perfett Constitution and &
mode 6f life free from those lethal influences
whinh 1o strength of constitution can_resist,
may be found the secret of extreme lotigevi
The history of centenarians otten illustrates
this, but it is not often that the condition of
their eXistence can be accurately known. Not
long ago the death was announced at the age
of 102 of Rev. Uanon Beadon of Etoneham,
the particulars of whose lile are in this re-
spect of seme interest. Born in the year
1799, he succeeded his father in the living of
Stovebam in 1812 the living having been
held by the two, father and son, for more
than one hundred years. His ancestors pre-
sented examples of moderate, Lut ngt extreme
ity, his father haviag died at 80 and
her at 86. Canon Beadon was proba-
bly the last person living who remembered
the Lord George Gordon riots, At the time
(1780) he was 3 years of age, and he disti
Iy recollects having been held dp to the win.
dow by his nurse to the soldiers in the
strecis. #is good health was almost unin.
terrupted ; in early manhood he had a slight
illne the cx nature of wh is difi-
cult to ascertain, since it oceurrod in the year
1798. He was about 5 feet 9 inches in hesght, §
broad-ghouldered and deep-ehested, with very
long arms and large hands. rly life he
possessed greft muscular power, which was
well indicated by his frame. iven wheu
long past /0 his strength of wrist was remark-
able.

He was fond of shooting and fishing ; the
former amusement ho. kept up till 94, the
latter il 88, When  mddle-aged
he conld walk ont shooting from morning till
night, exposed to any diuount of cold and
wet, and completely knock up many younger
men, He seemed quite impervious to the
ailments to which ordinary men are subjeet.
He never knew what a headache or rheuma-
tiem was. His digestion appeared perfect,
and he could eat anything with impunity.
He not only ate heartily at every meal, but
used often to eat biscuit, ete., between meals.
He was a ** moderate drinker’—by no means
a total abstainer—-and was to the last ex-
tremely fond of sweet things. As he grew
older his gstep became slower, but he never
tottered in his gait. To the last his complex-
isn was ruddy in tint, never showing the
parchiment-like appearance so often an accom-
paniment of extreme old age. His condition
reranined as in middle age up to his death,
neither stouter nor thinner. At 97 he had
i t severe illness —an attack of bron-
tracted through going outon a
very cold day, and he was never afterward
quite the same,

Up to this date he had taken servico in his
It every Hunday, aad his three months’
dnty in Wells Cathedral, his voice contintuing
distinet and powerful ; bnt after the attack of
bronebitis he was more or less of an invalid
