FALS AT ROBBERY,
SUGGEEDS IN SUICIE

The Victim Gave His Name
as Dr. Phllumn-—'l‘hought

to be American

LONDON, Mar. 3.—The man giving
the name of Ds R. Pullman of Chi-
cago, who committed suicide at the
Savoy Hotel yesterday by cutting his
throat with a razor, when he was dis-
covered attemptinz to leave the nre-
‘mises with a quantity of valuable jew- i
elry that had been sent In to them, hag
not yet been identified.

At the inquest the police testified
that the man was not a known thief.
He had only $3.75 in his pocket at the
time of his death, and his only bhag-
gage was a valise filled with news-
papers. He was apout thirty-five
years old and spoke with g strong Ain-

erican accent.

A letter written in Germany was
found in one of his pockets and the |
corolier suggested it might ;mssiblyi
lead to establishing the man's identity.
It dealt with gome sugwested business!
which might involve a contract with
the Dpolice. The following phrase is
significant: “One or two appearances
in a court of justice would not mat- |
ter.”

The value of the jewelry that the
man attempted to get away with is
placed -at $10,000.

The jeweller's assistant who took the

goods to the hotel became suspicious
when he saw the Pullman nass from
the room where they were taflklng, into
an adjoining room. He went to tHe
door arnd looked #own the corridor and”
saw Pullman stealthily -issuing  from
another door. He promptly zrappled
with Puliman whereupon the would-be
thief drew a razor and cut his throat.
The assistant’ went to gét help and
when he returned he found that Pull-
man had managed to climb ‘through a
window and was descending a fire es-
cape. At the bottom, however, he fell
exhausted and died.
