At .a time when the flower of the
young men of Great Britain have
discarded civilian trappings and doa-
ned the khaki uniform it is interest-

| getive service conditions every man,
be he regular or territorial, is placed
on the same footing in this respect.

The regimental daily pay is as fol-
lows, although it miust be borne in
mind that an addition is made to th2
pay of certain officers after three and
ten years' service, and the privates
receive a penny a day for every good-
conduct’ badge earned: Private, 2l¢

rates in each case being for mounted
troops). :
