Couservetion measures and volun.
tary saviog io the homes have reduc-
ed Canadien cossumption of flour
from 800,000 t¢ 600,000 barrels pei
mooth as compared with pre-war cou-
sumption. Copservation efforts in
Canada are releasing meat enough to
provide the ration for at least 500,
000 soidiers,

Nea.ly 800 cars of foodstuffs bave
been saved from fotsi or parilal loss
trom spoiting through regulations of
the Canada Food Board.

Net exports of beef from Canada
bave been increased by seafly 75,000,
000 pounds per year, or 6 795 per
cent incresse over the average net
exports for 1910—14

Before the war Cavada imported
butter ot the rate of 7,000,000 pounds
sopually.

Flour-bas bees standardized and
the milling extraction of wheat bas
been increased twice., Canada is now
using 76 per ceot, of the wheat-berry
in its standard flour,

Bakery products have been sten
dardized, and the smount of certain
ingredients bas been limited io pre-
veot extrayagant use, while the man-
ulactore of other products imvolvieg
an excessive use of aagar avd fats
has been prohibited,

A great saving of wheat bas becn
effected by the licensing and regulat-
ing of the trade in package cercals,
manulacturers being required to sub.
stitute o considerable portion of other
then wheat ip their prepara.
