Delivers a very neat Address

Replies.

Colonel Otter and his men were greeted
with a splendid ovation when the train con-
veying them pulled up at the Newcastle de-
pot at 11.50 Sunday night.

Notwithstanding the lateness of the hour
hundreds of patriotic citizens were present
and a large number of prominent men from
Chatham were also on hand. Conspicious

When Colonel Dtter emerged from the
car. Premier Tweedie stepped to the front
and made & vigorous and eloguent address,
sparkling with loyalty and devotion to the
Mother Country. He congratulated Colonel
Otter on the brilliant manner in which he
led the Canadian forces in South Africa.
His remarks were punctuated frequently by
loud outbursts of applause  Colonel Otter
made a very meat reply in which he than-
ked Premier Tweedie for his kind remarks.

The Colonel said that- G Company under
command of Capt. McDonnell, had made a

Steps Taken For
anization of the
Party.

The Liberal convention was held in the
Masonic Hall, Chatham,on the 19th. A large
number of representatives were present
from the different parishes.

Mr. John Morrissy, of Newcastle, being
appointed chairman. addressed the meeting,
thanking all for the handsome vots given
him’ attributing his ocefeat to divisions
among Liberals and want of co-operation
by the Northumberland Liberal Association,
which was not organized, the officers even
opposing him. He felt it his duty to call
the Liberals tegether for rd-organization,
so that future candidates of the party
would not be handicapped as he had ‘been.
Resolutiors would be offered with that
end in view. He contested the county as
a supporter of the Liberal administration,
and while he had sustained a defeat he was
pleased the general result was so satisfact.
ory.

Mr. George Watt submitted a resolution
ratifying the action of the convention in ao-
minating Mr, Morrissy as the Liberal  can-
didate, and recommending re-organization of
the Liberal Association. The resolution

.was carried unanimously.

Mr. W. 8. Loggie said the Liberal party
were under obligations to Mr. Morrissy by
courtesy and right, and these should be im-
mediately accorded to him. He moved, se-
conded by A. G. Williston, of Hardwick,
that the officers of the old association be
again requested to call the party together
to avold further disunion.

Mr. Warren C. Winslow favored the
principle of the motion, but as that body
had failed to meet for three years, and the
constitution required an annual meeting to
elect officers, the old officers had no stand-
ing, and the terms of the resolution were at
his suggestion made more definite. He
scored the old officers for their inactivity,
intimated that conditions in the couuty must
change and attention be given to the voice
of the people. :

Mr. James Nicol spoke approvingly® of
the course proposed. He was willing to
sacrifice something for peace and harmony.

The resolution was carried.
