After spending more than a year in
Rome in -that capacity he agala re-
turned to New Brunswick and was
given his present charge in Bath-
urst where he has been for more
than thyee years. Durmg this peri-
od -he has beea very active in bulld-
4ng up the parish and has undertak-
fen the construction of several church

afldiags.

Rev. Doetor O'Leary’s natural tal-
ents, his years of preparation for his
work, his energy and his devotion to
the church have marked him as a
man whose carecer was bound to be
an interesting one.
