River Sport.

The only appearance of the opening of
the boating season is & new boathouse at
the county court house landing. It ap-
pears that the love of boating has entirely
died out in this city. No other city on the
continent has better facilities for either
rowing or sailing. A few years since the
boys of Fredericton did not fear to measure
their oars with crews from any of the pro-
vincial towns, and in all races that took
place in which they were contestants they
showed that they were fully able to hold
their own. All will remember the regettas
of afew years since, when St. Ann’s club
flourished and had several members who
looked without doubt to the possession of
the New Brunswick championship if not
that of the dominion. It is difficult to say
why the love for these sports has passed
away, yet a racing boat is never seen on
the river and but very few pleasure beats.
There have been no accidents to cause the
decline, but sporting in all its phases has
died out, the only form of sport that is yet
alive is that of horse racing.

Extra Good Roads.

At the late meeting of the county
council during the discussion on the dis-
tribution of the bye road money, refer-
ence was made to the back roads of certain
parishes. It would seem that the best test
as to the quality of a road would be in
driving over it. Is there any man who will
say that the Allandale or lower Poquiock
roads are not as good as any they have
driven over, and ‘extra good considering
that the traffic is not so large and outlay
not so necessary as on the river. The roads
m Southampton are fine, especially those
leading to Pinder’s mill. There has been
much fault found with the roads will some
one specify a particular part of the road
system of York that is very bad.

The Steamers.

The same tramp steamer, mentioned in a
former article is plying between this city
and St. John. Meantime many of those
who wish to visit points along the river pre-
fer taking'a team. Itisthought the present
arrangement will not last long and it is to
be hoped that such will be the case. There
is talk of putting the May Queen on this
route but as she has a route of her own it is
found to be impracticable. The present boat
is not large enough to carry the freight
should there be a rush and she is also slow.
It appears to be the general opinion that the
Florenceville will be put on as the river is
falling and she will not make many more
trips up river. She is fast and has good
passenger accommodation.

Rafting.

All along the river, from Eel river to this
city raftsmen are busy. Tuesday last was
an exciting time for them as the wind
blew a huricane, the strongest breeze, so they
said, during the past fifteen years. Rafts
that were not carefully handled came to
grief on the various islands, those that es-
caped that fate running on the shore near
Long's creek. Many tied up but some were
deceived as they had built their rafts in some
sheltered creek and did not feel the wind
till well out on theriver. The logs are com-
ing in fast and are of a better quality than
for several years. It is thought that all the
drives will get out though news from the
upper river is meagre.

The Bark Business.

There seems little prospect of the bark
business showing any tendency to an in-
crease in price. The Boston tanners have
shut down for sixty days owing to the
leather market being overstocked. The
tanneries carried on by the Shaw trustees
are doing little or nothing; the extract works
at Poquoic are idle. There is much bark at
the works and along the river while large
rafts have reached this city. As this is one
of the principal industries of this county it
cuts off a source of cash from the farmers
and will be much felt.

Those Summoned by Death During
the Week,

Mrs. Rebecca Scott, of Benton, S8un. Co.,
died at that place on the 19th inst., after a
prolonged illness. She was well known in
the neighboring county and much sorrow
is expressed.

F. H. Hayes, city superintendent, of the
St. John schools, died at St. John at three
o'clock on Friday morning. He was a well
known and popular teacher and had many
friends in this city.

Marcuis McGuire, an old resident of the
parish of Prince William, was laid away to
rest at the French Village on Monday last.
He had been ill buta short time. Deceased
had been for many years a resident of the
river and was known to most.

On Saturday evening last Mrs, John Scott,
of Burden, died after a short illness and
wasburied on Monday.

Four carriages smashed on
the road showed that the drivers were
pretty reckless. It was hardly safe for
ladies to be driving alone.

LarceE TANK.—Some improvements are
soon to be made on the C. P. R. at Frederic-
ton Junction. About fourteen miles of
railway property in that vicinity will be
fenced, and a new water tank capable of
holding 40,000 gallons, is to be placed just
west of the station.

TreacHER GoNE.— Principal Rodgers ofthe
Model school was summoned to his home,
King's County, on the 16th, by a despatch
announcing the illness of his mother. Mr.
Jones of the senior class, Normal school,
will carry on the school during his absence.

CHANGE oF TiME.— A new time table on
the Atlantic division of the Canadian Pacific
railway comes into effect on Monday, May
23rd. The morning train will leave Fred-
ericton at 6 a.m., returning at 7.20 p. m,,
standard time.

New CuurcH.— The Reformed Baptists of
Southampton have completed a neat little
church on the river front at that place. It
is now ready for occupancy and large con-
gregations attend.

Messrs. Ross, Fitzpatrick and Harris,
railroad contractors from Boston and Mon-
treal, are stopping at Phair’s Hotel, Presque
Isle, and are looking that section over, pre-
paratory to making bids for the construction
of the Bangor & Aroostook railroad.

It is asserted by men in the confidence of
the Bangor & Aroostook road that work
will begin at Brownville and Houlton inside
of three weeks, and that by June 20 50 men
will be at work grading the new road.

As the line that has been surveyed is very
level and inexpensive in comparison with
other roads, it is probable that the whole
road from Houlton to Brownville will be
built and tracks laid so that trains may be
run from Old Town to Houlton by Jan. 1,
1893,

The estimated cost of this line as far as
Houlton, is between $1,000,000 and $ 2,000,-
000, with chances favoring its reaching near-
er the latter figure.

Meanwhile, on or before July 1, 1892,
work will be begun at Presque Isle and
other places beyond Houlton and a good
portion of the roadbed will be completed
this year.

Marysville News.

Bridge Work.,

The many new bridges made throughout
this country the past few years have been
built to last. ' The greatest care and super-
vision have been given to them and speak-
ing particularly of the bridges throughout
the surrounding counties no one can con-
sistently say that they have not been as
well constructed as possible. The plan is
coming in general use of adopting the sys-
tem used on railways of putting in arches
and filling to arch with stone instead of
cribwork. A structure put up in this way
is almost indestructable; if the cost at pres-
ent is a little more than under the old sys-
tem the better job fully returns the interest.

Poor Ferries.

A correspondent draws attention to the
very meagre arrangements for ferrying along
the upper river. Sometimes the boat is
ready and at other times not. Some better
means of getting across should be provided
than the present scow system. A horse
boat would be better than that in use at
present, while a small steam ferry would
cost but little and would be of great advant-
age as it could be powerful enough to cross
at any season, while during spring and fall
freshets the scow is a dangerous affair. It
would be better to have fewer ferries and
more efficient ones.

Galley Slave.

The Galley Slave by the Josie Mills com-
pany, last night, received more applause
than is generally given by a Fredericton
audience, showing that the company is a
strong one and the play well chosen. The
heroine, Cicely Blaine, gave Miss Mills full
scope for a display of her dramatic power
and she was fully equal to the occasion.
The support was strong, all the parts being
taken with a dash and vigor that left noth-
ing to be desired. To-night An Unequal
Match will be put on. On Monday and
Tuesday evenings choice plays will be pre-
sented.

Perrrconpiac Bripge.— The bridge over
the Petitcodiac river at Moncton is being
rapidly repaired by the local government.
Where the three spans wetre blown out last
winter, a cable footwalk is in use, but pas-
sage for teams is impossible. A span has
been built on the Coverdale side’and will be
swung into position as soon as possible.
Men will be at work on the bridge all sum-
mer. At present there is no steamer on the
river. A sail boat makes occasional trips
between Hillsboro and Moncton, but no
regular service is provided. It is likely
that a steamer will be secured to go on the
route about June 1st.

Ox~TARIO BUTTER.— Farmers who complain
that they cannot find an outlet for their
butter should notice the fact that most of
the butter used in St. John and Moncton
comes from Ontario. One dealer handles
about a ton per week. Dealers in St. John
report an increasing demand for Ontario
butter, claiming to have handled, during
the past four months, about 40,000 pounds.
The butter is packed in 50 pound tubs and
sells at from 20 to 22 cents per pound.
Our farmer readers should make a note of
this.
