‘departure for the West. The inside 
pages are almost wholly taken up 
-with an account of the reception 

I y that was tendered him on bis ar­
rivai at Victoria. We should like to 
reproduce in full this very fascinat­
ing account, but it is so lengthy 
that we must content ourselves with 
extracts from it :

"With every manifestation of love, 
loyalty and esteem, ibe Right Rev, 
Alexander MacDonald, D, D., re­
ceived a warm end hearty welcome 
by the Catholies-of Victoria upon 
bis arrival in our lair city on the 
evening of May the 26 b, by the 
steamer Charmer from Vancouver. 
His Lordship was accompanied by 
the Very Rev. Father Brabant, 
Apostolic Administrator of the 
Diocese, the Rev. Father Beaton of 
St. Francis Xavier’s College in A.n- 
tigonisb, N. S., and the Rev. Father 
Claessen, C. M., Principal of the 
Ruper Island Industrial Sohool, who 
was returning from a trip to Europe.

"On the wharf were gathered a 
large number of the clergy of"the 
diocese namely : Rev. Father 
Nioolaye, of, Ladysmith; Rey. 
Father Van Novel, of Victoria ; Rev. 
Father Heyoen, of Nanaimo ; Rev. 
Father Caine, of St. Joseph’s Hos­
pital ; Rev Father Literate of Vio 
toria; Rev Father Maurue, O. S, B.

A committee from the corgrega 
tion of St^ An lrow’e Cathedral, and

‘ The altars had been tastefully 
decorated by the devoted members 
of the Alter Society ; and the elebf 
trie lights, combined with the many 
candles lighted on the allais, gaie 
oar beautiful Cathedral a moyt 
charming and devotional appear­
ance.

The papal bolts, appointing the 
Right Reverend Alexander Mao- 
D meld to the See of Victoria, hav­
ing been read by the Rev Rather 
Le terme, end Very Reverend Father 
Brabant in the name of the clergy 
of the diocese, read e beautiful ad­
dress, upon the ooneloetoo of which 
ell the clergy present knelt in tarn 
before the Bishop end kissed hie 
hand in token of obedience and eqb, 
mission. Immediately after an ad­
dress was real in the name of the 
congregation of St Andrew's 
Cathedral, in which the “loving 
fealty end ready obadieoos" of the 
parishioners were pledged. In 
reply to both addressee Hit Lord-? 
ship expressed his “oordisl appreci­
ation of the welcome be had re­
ceived io e community to which he 
bed ocme as e personal étranger." 
He hoped; too, that the "relations of 
chief pastor end people would- tend 
to the glory of God and the ad­
vancement of the Church.

“On Thursday the 27tb, the

pupils of St. Ann's Academy tender­
ed a reception to the Right Revet, 
end Bishop MacDonald. The ball 
was very elaborately decorated and 
festooned, end the popils, dressed in 
spotless white, presented e most en­
chanting appearance when His 
Lordship, accompanied by the 
olergy, entered. The program, 
thbugh abort, was of a very select 
and superior character, and rendered 
in the faultless and perfect manner, 
for which St Ann’s is noted. The 
usual address was also tendered, and 
ndeed it was a solid and sensible 

one, and reflects credit on St Ann’s 
Academy. An excerpt will show 
its character :

“In these days of progress, when 
Science in its giant strides, is strain- 
log men la minds to the utmost, we 
are proud to be able to point to your 
Lordship, and show the world that 
sanctity of life and profound learn­
ing ore terms not irreconcilable.
W.e behold in you a tearless champ-’ 
iop of our Holy Faith, au energetic 
protector of Ost,holjC education,"

“His Lordship, who himself has 
had many years of practical experi­
ence in éducation, replied iq a most 
pleasing manner; thanking the 
pupils of St Ann's for the excellent 
program ; and giving them some 
sound and salutary counsels how to 
derive all the uosurpreeeed advan­
tages within their reach, by the un­
excelled educational facilities of St. 
Ann’s Academy.

“On Friday morning, the 28tb 
’liabop MacDonald, aooompanied by 
Fathers Brabant, Lsterme, Caine, 
Beaton and Van Nevel Principal of 
the College, paid a visit to St Louis 
College, where so uptuy of the 
Catoolio young men of Victoria 
have received their primary educa­
tion. The boys were assembled 
by their teachers, Miss Doran 
and Miss Williams in the seniors' 
classroom.

The blackboards had been 
decorated with skilful drawings, 
among others being a Rova HJooLia 
Ashing schooner, called the “Mahon,’’ 
this being the birthplace of Hie 
Lordship.

“The feast q( “en eoos , this yrar, 
wss of unusual Interest tu S-. An 
draw's Cathedral, ae it wsi the day 
on which Right Revet end Bishop
MacDonald celebrated bis first 
Pontifical High Rm in the 
pathedral of which he had taken 
possession but a few days before.
The Rev Father Brabant was assist­
ant priest; the Rev Fathers Beaton 
of Antigonish, N 8, and Barks, of 
Denver, Col., aptod as Ddtoons of 
honor. Rev Rather Maurna, Q S B 
of Claynquot, officiated aa Deacon, 
and Rev Father Mertene, of Comox, 
as Sub-deacon of the Maes. The 
Rev Father Leterme, of the Cathed.
Fa], was Raster of Ceremonies, 
The music of the Maas, splendidly 
rendered by the ohoir under the 
leads-ship of Mr Fr. J Sehl, was 
one of Gounod’s settings. Oar 
artiste organist, Rr Benedict 
fiantly, brought out al] the beauty 
of harmony iu the organ which is 
one of the best on the Pacific Coast. 
After the first Gospel, the Rev. 
Father Caine preached a most elo­
quent sermon on the mission of the 
Church.

“At Vespers on the evening of 
Pentecost, the Cathedral was again 
thronged ; many non-Catbolics be 
ing present to hear the first sermon 
to be preached by Bishop MoDjc 
aid. After Vespers, at which His 
Lordship effl listed, he ascended the 
pulpit to deliver the sermon. Speak 
ing of Bishop MicDoneld ae i 
preacher, the Victoria Times says :

“He is a clear and forcible apeak 
er, entirely extempore, and with 
few gestures. His voice has e tree# 
of bis Highland ancestry, and oan 
be heard distinctly in every part of 
the edifice. Feeing a large congre- 

lion of as yet strange faces there 
was some nervousness noticeable in 
Hie {.ordebfp'a manner, added to 
Which he had had Wo exacting day 
but there was no hesitancy 
thought nor pause for words 
clothe it io, ! ' i

The Orphan’s Friend itself, in an 
editorial, makes some very ap­
preciative comments. For in
stance :

It must have 
been a herd trial for the good pastor

cent reception tendered him 
Sunday evening, Ray 30 h, ‘He was 
ediffering from the ' natural effects of 
traneplan’atloo from hit native soil, 
and tha>, at a time of life, when the 
process was nor pain]ees, and roots 
which had struck deeply, quivered 
et life wrench.’

Again : “Vancouver Island does 
not form an extensive diocese ; con­
sequently we may safety conclude 
that Bishop RaoDonaM'e new 
sphere of labour will sot prevent 
him from continuing bis briHiant 
literary work. Furthermore, we 
ere pleased to be able to in'orm onr

readers that the learned pen of His 
Lordship will be used in the 
Orphan’s Friend. He has gracious­
ly promised us this truly practical 
sympathy.

“Readers of that bright paper, 
Thy Casket, of Antigonish, will 
understand how much we value this 
promise, as our Bishop was one of 
the learned contributors who helped 
to give to The Casket its well- 
deserved popularity as a thoroughly 
Catholic paper.1’

The local non-Catbolio press, too, 
expressed its high appreciation of 
His Lordship’s merits. As an ex­
ample we cull the 1 following from 
the Post ;

“The arrival in Victoria of the 
Rt, Rev, Bishop MacDonald, who 
will be 4n charge of the Catholic 
Diocese of Vancouver Island, is an 
event of some moment Apart 
from the important position and the 
tremendous influence of the historic 
church with which the Bishop is 
associated, there are two "consider­
ations which emphasize the import­
ance of his appointment—hie own 
striking personality, and the great 
popularity of his predecessor. Arch­
bishop Orth was a man of each at­
tainments and ability as to make it 
difficult for anyone to follow him 
without suffering by oamparison.
