MURDER.

On the night of Sunday last, the 8th
» 8 most appalling murder was com-
mitted in the Township of Admaston, in
the County of Renfrew. A man named
William Barry who had lived in that place
some eight or nine years, and had been,
we believe, originally from Glasgow, was
found murdered in his own house on Mon-
duy It-appeare deceased
was by trade a plasterer, and occasionally
loft his own place to follow hie trade when
ealled upon. For some weeke back he had
Seen in the employment of Peter Morris,
Eeq., st Burnstown on the Maclawaeka
River and the latter part of last week com~
pleted his work, and receivod hie pay. He
then proceeded to his home, some fifteen
miles distant, and on his way saw and drank
with some acquaintances who observed
thet he froquently exhibited his money
which consisted of one gold coin, one large
silver piece, and the restin Bank Bills.—
On hip farm and in the same house with
Mbimeell, there lived & man named John
Wood, who was in Barry’s employment in
the capacity of a farm labourer, ood who
had & wife and two small children,—all of
whom resided in the same houso. On Sun-
dayeyening Mr. Barry was seen by some
of his peighbors in his own house, with
Wocd and wife and family. Barry was
eamarried, and had mo relatives residing

neighbore went to Barry’s howse for the
purpose of choppivg woud, when he found
the door fast. T'hére was no stir nor ap-
pearance of any living creature being about
the place. This appeared so remarkable
thay the mnen went to another neighbor and

[informed him of it. The two immediately

went to Archibald’ Patterson, Eeq., Post-
master, Admaston, who lived withina mile
of Barry's house, and stated their apprehen-
aion that something might be wrong. Mr,
Patterson at once proceeded with the two
mea to Barry's house, and finding the door
fast, and having reason to believe that Bar-
ry had not left the house, they forced the
door. On entering the houee they found
the body of Barry lying on a bed with the
face upwards, and the fore part of the skull
smashed in. His arms lay across his breast
and Lis body was stretched at full length.
To all.appearances death had been instan-
taneous, and without a struggle. The
body was cold and stiff; and it was evident
that the horrible deed had been committed
while the dcceased was sleeping, and, early
on Sunday night.

Buspicion immediately rested on Wood,
who it was found had absconded with his
wife and family, taking a epan of horses, a
sleigh, and a trunk belunging to the deceas-
ed. It appeared that the wretch had taken
hie horses and sleigh to make his escpe.
The sleigh was easily tracked to the village
of Renfrew, some seven miles,—~owing to
the fall of snow on Sunday night. Some
of the inhabitants immediately decided to
pursue Wood, but in the village of Renfrew
we are informed, pno coveyance could be
obtained. It is most discreditable to any
place to show indifference to crime ; and
some of the people of Renfrew are justly
open to severe censure.

A conveyance was soon procured, how-
ever, from W, Morris, Esq. of Macnau,
who hearing of the matter, immediately
placed an excellent team at their service.—
Mr. Adam Curry, of Packenham also de-
serves credit for assistance rendered in the
same way. Thanks sre also due to Rode-
rick Ross, Esq., of Renfrew for much ex-
ertion in rendering sssigtance.

Wood was tracked to Packenham, but
beyond that village it was not known which
road he had taken. One party proceeded
to Bytown and another to Ferth, but peith-
or party overtook Wood, or sny obtained
information respecting his flight.

Since writting the above we learn that
Wood, Alias Barr or Bear, was arrested on
Wednesday by Mr. Fraser, Deputy Sheriff
of Carleton County, at Kilmarnock on the
Rideu, and the same day was delivered over
to Sherif Dickson, at Smith’s Falls, by
whom he was conveyed to Perth Gaol.—
For the arrest of Wood, the supposed mur-
derer, the public are mainly indebted to Mr.
Robert Dickson, of Renfrew, and some two
or three others of that place ; and also to
the activity of Deputy Sheriff Fraser.—

The Pacific News sayes: “ Since our
last issue, nothing of importance has oc-
curred to mar the progress of California.

“ The Cholera has made rapid strides in
some localities, and laid many in the dust
in this City, its first appearance. Some
three weeks since, the number of deaths
has been about 135, while in Sacramento
they have probably reached 1000. The
scourge, however, is abating, and the deaths
in either city do not average over 9 or 10
per day. This mortality has prostrated in
a great measure, the business of the large
cities and considerably affected every locali-
ty.

During the winter a much larger number
of miners will remain in the mountains
than before, and consequently more gold
will be taken out there than during any
previous season. Much attention is being
paid to the quartz. mining. The Mariposa
mines are yielding a good return, notwith-
standing the machinery is not so powerful
as desired. Within a ehort time another
quartz vein of great richness has been dis-
covered, between the South fork of the
Feather and Yuba rivers.

Heretofore, the mines have only been
scratched over, and scientific mining has
only just commenced. When fully under
way, and a requisite amount. of capital ac-
tively employed, the result will be even
wore wonderful than ever before.

The Sacramento T'imes says: “ We
have seen persons from various portions of
the mines, from whom we learn the chole-
ra has spread to but a very limited extent.
A few cases have occurred at Nevada City,
Rough and Roady, and other towns. T'he
Yuba mines have generally yiclded well ;
the average yield per man being from #3 to
810, daily. A large number of miners will
winter on the Yuba,
