CHICAGO WHEAT.

New High Points For All Options 
—Universal Opinion that America 
Will Have Short Crop Will Not 
Down—Heavy Selling.

Chicago, May 17.—New high record 
marks for the season were establish­
ed in all the leading options of wheat 
on the board of trade during a session 
that for volume of trade eclipsed any 
previous year known. Wheat for 
July delivery sold at $1.02 5-8, a 
price more than two cents above the 
former high record point. Septem­
ber advanced to 1Û3 1-4 and Decem­
ber to 103 7-8. Part of the gain was 
subsequently lost in profit -taking, 
but the market closed strong with 
July showing a net gain of 1 5-8 
cents for the day. September is up 
1 3-4 cents and December 1 1-4 cents. 
Coarse grains shared in the sensa­
tional advance. July corn closing at a 
net gain of 3-4 cents to 7-8 cents. 
Oats are up 2 1-® cents and provi­
sions were 10 to 15 cents higher. The 
wheat market throughout the entire 
day was extremely nervôus and trad­
ing was of such huge proportions that 
it was almost impossible to follow. 
At the start the'market was subject­
ed to heavy selling pressure, which 
caused initial., losses. In .a few 
minutes, however# all' of this loss had 
been regained, dilà the prices had 
advanced .fully {jonq cent above the 
final figures oil yesterday. There 
was no ' limit tb buying demand. 
The only sellers besides those who 
had good profits,in eight were eleva­
tor concerns hedging against cash 
purchases. The' lowest point of the 
day was reached: about the noon 
hour, following which prices declined 
fully two cents from the top. Fresh 
damage reporta accounted for a por­
tion of the bullish sentiment, but the 
chief reason for the sensational de­
mand was the seemingly universal 
opinion that this year’s crop of wheat 
in America Will be greatly below the 
normal yield.

The market closed excited and 
strong. Minneapolis. Duluth and 
Chicago reported receipts of , 428 cArs. 
against 505 last week and 115 cars a 
year ago.

AMERICANS DISAPPOINTED.

In Not Receiving Reply From English 
Universities In Reference to Meet 
in America.

Boston, May 20—Yale and Harvard 
track athletic officers were keenly dis­
appointed in failing to receive from 
Oxford and Cambridge universities the 
answer to their challenge for a meet in 
America this summer. The challenge 
was sent three weeks ago and the Am­
ericans wished to ednfer after the Yale- 
Harvard dual games relating to the 
details mf the game which they take 
fqr granted will ^be held although de­
tails cannot be completed until the 
answer from the Englishmen is re­
ceived.
