When the Prospero was at St- An­
thony she gave the s.s. Strathcona 
a supply of coal, and she will try and 
get down' the Labrador coast to re­
lieve the destitution which exists 
down there. Those on the ship say 
that there is a great shortage of pro­
visions north of Hawk’s Harbor and 
down to Cartwright. Thirty barrels 
of flour were left by the Prospero at 
St. Anthony and 20 barrels at Battle 
Harbor, and this the Strathcona will 
take along. It is uncertain, however, 
as to whether she will get north as 
there was a heavy jam of ice north 
of Hawk’s Harbor. If she does not 
get down, conditions will be serious 
for the people of the coast, who, if 
not actually starving, are on the verge 
of it.
