A Carlist Victory.
London, Dec. 20.—A special despatch 

to the Daily News from Berlin, states that 
both prosecution and defence have ap­
pealed to the Kemmer Gericht from tho 
sentence of Count Von Arnim. The case 
will come on in the higher court in about 
three months.

Berlin, Dec.^O.—In the closing pro­
ceedings of the Arnim trial yesterday the 
presiding Judge, Herr Reich, in his sum­
ming up said, it was impossible to im­
pugn Count Von Arnim’s good (faith in 
his statements relative to the retention 
of the documents of the second class, as 
no positive act was committed. These 
documents must be dismissed from the 
debt. The same remark applies to the 
document of the 3rd class. The accused 
was not to be blamed for the publication 
of tho item in the Echo De Parliament. 
Nothing had been proved against him as 
author of the revelations in the Vienna 
press, as Landberg and Kaueer refused to 
testify. Boskart’s evidence proved the 
truth of Arnim’s denial of the authorship 
of the article iu the Spemir Gazette. The 
charges of the prisoner’s want of credi­
bility were therefore untenable in regard 
to the politico-ecclesiastical depatches of 
the first class. The accused could not 
be held to he gtiiltyof embezzelmeut; bat 
he had committeed a criminal fault, as 
according to his own admission he re­
moved them from the embassy at Paris 
to Berlin. This he yiys he did because 
he thought tho documents were so im­
portant that it was necessary ho should 
deliver them personally to the foreign 
office. Nevertheless he remained in 
Berlin nearly a month without doing so. 
The plea of forgetfulness urged by the 
defence cannot be maintained for the 
Count knowingly conveyed the document 
in question to Carliabad. The accused is 
thus convicted of an offence against pub­
lic order in purposey making away with 

-thirteen state papers. The position of 
the defendant and the importance of the 
document, aggravated the offence, which 
however, was mitigated by their-subse­
quent1 restoration. The sentence of 
Count Von Arnitia in addition to the 
term of imprisonment, requires payment 
of costs. The Count is permitted to 
claim his official dignities with the title 
of Excellency. He will go to Italy imme­
diately on the expiration of his term of 
imprisonment for the restoration of his 
health.

London, Dec. 21.—The Times' cor­
respondent at Paris telegraphs that the 
division of parties in consequence of the 
vote in the committee of 30 on the lQth 
inst.,has produced a dead-lock,which will 
certainly cause a dissolution of the Assem­
bly when the vote on the constitution­
al bill is taken immediately after rect ss.

Waterproof Boors.—A correspondent 
of The Indiana Farmer says : “I have 
stood in mud and water two or three 
inches deep for ten hours a day for a 
week, without feeling any dampness or 
having^ny difficulty in getting îry boots 
on or off. If you would be equally suc­
cessful, before wearing the boots give the 
bottoms a gdod coating of tallow and 
coal-tar and dry it in; then oil the "up­
pers’’ with castor oil, about one table- 
spoonful to each boot; then oil them 
twice a week with castor oil, when one 
teaspoonful will be sufficient. If the 
weather should be rainy, or you are com­
pelled to work in water during the day, 
wash your boots clean at night, hold 
them to the fire until quite warm, and 
oil them while wet, and you will have no 
trouble about your boots getting hard 
and shrinking up so that you cannot get 
them on. If the leather should become 
red, give them a coat of ordinary shoe­
blacking before oiling. The effect ot 
castor oil is to soften the leather, «while 
it fills the pores and prevents the water 
from entering.

NEW» ITEMS.
Preservation of The latest

invention for keopingjneat in traversing 
long distances is that of Captain Acklow, 
of London. An experiment to tea| the 
patent was recently tried on the dreat 
Western Rood from London to Swindon. 
It ia said to have been simple, economi. 
cal, and effective. Captain Acklow usee 
a car in outward appearance like an 
ordinary baggage car. A near inspection 
of it shows, however, that its works are 
not of wood, or of any more solid nature 
than stout layers of felt, running from 
top ttAottpm of the sides between a sort 
of network^ of galvanized wire. The 
outer of these layers is kept constantly 
wet by means cf a continuous supply of 
water from-a cistern above. As the water 
passes down through the felt it is eva­
porated by the heat of tho air, and thus 
cools the interior of the car, whidh is 
separated from the wet felt by a double 
layer of dry felt interposed. If the air 
outside is hot, the evaporation is so 
much the quicker.

Household Measures.—As all fami­
lies are not provided with scales and 
weights referring to ingredients in gen­
eral use by every house-wife, the follow­
ing information may be useful at this 
season of the year :—Wheat flour, on» 
quart is a pound. Indian meal, one 
quart is one pound two ounces. Butter, 
when soft, one quart is one pound one 
ounce. Loaf sugar, broken, one quart i» 
one pound. White sugar, powdered,one 
quart is one pound one ounce. Best 
brown sugar, one quart is one pound two 
ounces. Eggs, average size, ten eggs 
are one pound. Sixteen large tableepoon- 
fuls are a half pint, eight are a gill, four 
are a half gill etc.

Prohibitory Liquor Law—How it 
Works.—For more than a year the local 
option law has been in force in the town 
of West Chester, Pa., and the results are 
far from being as satisfactory as the tem­
perance advocates anticipated, though 
pretty shrewd observers hold that they 
fairly illustrate the inevitable sequence to 
the strict enforcement of prohibitory 
laws. In West Chester many small clubs 
have sprung into existence. Their mem­
bers are, almost exclüsively, young men 
between nineteen and twenty-four years 
of age. A year ago these young gentle­
men seldom drank a glass of intoxicating 
liquor; but now intoxicated young men 
are frequently encountered in the streets, 
and a larger quantity of intoxicating 
liquor arrives in West Chester that before 
the enforcement of the law. A brisk 
business is done by men who go about 
with a bottle of whiskey in one pocket 
and a glass in the other dispensing the 
spirits at ten cents a drink in lanes and 
alleyways.
