The Governor’s letter says 
that on Sept. 21 Earl Roy Morley, aged 4, 
son of Kirk G. Morley, strayed from the 
camp of his parents, 30 miles from New 
Castle, in Colorado. Large numbers of people 
made thorough search for the child. His 
tracks were traced about three miles be-! 
yond which no clew was found. Gov.1 
Fifer lays the ease before the Secretary in i 
the hope that the Indian agents may in- 
vestigate it. The Governor says that the 
distressed family is from Illinois, and he 
explains why it is supposed that Ute 
Indians picked up the child. Those Indians, 
he learns, always are eager to get young 
white children, and it is their custom to 
treat such children well when captured.
In response Secretary Noble and the 

Commissioner of Indian Affairs have noti- 
fied all agents in the West and Northwest 
to use every effort in their power to find the 
boy.
