Ireland Has Food Surplus.
The danger of war between Great 

Britain and Germany has been under 
discussion in England for some years 
now, but until recently no one consid­
ered the effect of such a war on Ire­
land. It is a matter of common knowl­
edge that England is dependent for 
food supplies on the command of the 
seas, and that any nation that could 
interrupt this command for even a 
short time could starve England out.
