Likely at Calgary

Men Are Demanding Seventy Cents 
Hour and Agreement.

Now that Engineer Warfield's re­
port on electrification has been handed 
in and carefully filed away where it 
will not see the daylight for an inde­
finite period, citizens are inquiring 
whether the other reports to be fur­
nished, namely, the Eastman and Mar­
shall reports, are on their way.

Thfs Mr. Baker 
has done, but he stated today that he 
had not yet received any reply.

Mr. Marshall’s report is on the 
traffic end of the Port Stanley road. 
Rumor has it that Mr. Marshall and 
Mr. Eastman both being out-of-town 
experts, have been told to take tlieir 
time about preparing their reports.

Husband Says Wife 
Tried to Kill Him

RAILWAY TIE-UP 
IN UNITED STATES 

GOOD FOR LONDON
Would Mean That Huge Traffic 

Would Be Diverted This 
Way.

All Canadian Lines Unaffected 
By Threatened Gigantic 

Walkout.

Mrs. Nelson Shaw Was Sent for Trial 
at Belleville.

[Canadian Press.] (
Belleville, July 11.—Mrs. Nelson 

Shaw’, of Point Ann, was today before 
Police Magistrate Masson of this 
city, committed to stand her trial at 
the next court of competent jurisdic­
tion on a charge of attempting to mur­
der net’ husband by placing oil of 
cedar in his food. His worship con­
tended that a prima facia case had 
been sufficiently made out to warrant 
this being done. Owing to the nature 
of the offence the magistrate was 
powerless to grant the application for 
bail.

Le<*al lan vie Over 
Move for Deportation

[Canadian Hress.]
Vancouver, B. C., July 11.—Strong 

comment on the Minister of the Inter­
ior attempting to interfere with the 
cotirse of justice was made yesterday 
by Mr. Justice Murphy in the case of 
Roma Graham, who is applying on 
habeas corpus to prevent her deporta­
tion to the United States.

Counsel for the woman said the min­
ister had ordered her arrest when she 
was out on bail, and the judge re­
marked : “It is entirely wrong fov-any- 
one to step in at this period. The wo­
man shall not go to jail until I have 
heard the application.’’

For the woman, it is contended, she 
was the wife of a Canadian, and there­
fore a Canadian by marriage, and can­
not be deported.

WEDDING BELLS

London will likely receive another 
impetus as a. railway centre should the 
strike of 75,000 railway conductors and 
trainmen of the eastern American 
railroads materialize next week. Can­
adian roads—the Canadian Pacific, 
Canadian Northern, Grand Trunk. 
Grand Trunk Pacific, and the Canadian 
lines of the Micnigan Central, are not 
affected by the strike order. The re­
sult of a strike wilt mean additional 
traffic for the lines throughout Can­
ada. London, now’ on the main line 
of considerable eastern. and western 
American traffic, will benefit by the 
switching of traffic to the Canadian 
roads.

Giant Tie-Up.
Unless the employees of the Cana­

dian roads are called out in sympathy 
with the strike that seems imminent on 
the lines of the Eastern Passenger As­
sociation, these will prove the only 
avenues of traffic for eastbound 
freight. Fifty thousand miles of rail­
way in the United States and 50,000,000 
people are affected by the strike. The 
railway union leaders declare that the 
strike will absolutely tie tip transpor­
tation for that area. Freight will not 
move save via the Canadian roads. The 
result of an additional terirtory of 50,- 
000,000 population being added to the 
freight possibilities af Canada are eas­
ily seen.

Would Help London.
With their own terminals in Chicago, 

the Canadian roads will be a salvation 
to the American shipper, should the 
walkout be declared. The only way 
that shipments west of Chicago could 
reach the coast would be via either 
Grand Trunk or C. P. R. Naturally it 
would have to be taken right through 
to the Canadian coast line, but the be­
lief in local railway clrcleg is that if 
the. strike is ever called, the permanent 
results to London and to the entire 
eastern divisions of the Canadian rail­
ways w’ould be immeasurable.

There is a question of accepting 
freight, brought to the border by non­
union crews, if strikebreakers were 
obtained.

It is hardly likely that union train 
crews in Canada, would handle this 
freight, and it would be allowed to pile 
up in the border yards. From Chicago 
an Michigan points, however. the 
problem is a different one. Neither 
the Canadian Pacific nor the Grand 
Trunk is in the eastern association that 
the men are now fighting. The crews 
of these roads would be unaffected, 
save in a sympathy strike, and Amer­
ican freight via Chicago. Port Huron, 
Detroit and other large centres would 
Ixe handled by the union crews of the 
Canadian roads, even though these 
were operating in the United States.

This growing need of more ac­
commodation for tue feîble-minded in 
Ontario is stated in terse terms in a 
report issued by E. R. Rogers, inspector 
of prisons and hospitals in a report just 
laid before Hon. W. J. Hanna, who is 
taking the matter up with a view to find­
ing a remedy for the existing condition 
of things.

In tile Orillia Hospital for Feeble- 
Minded last year there were SIT patients, 
of whom 415 w’ere male and 402 female. 
In the Woodstock Asylum for Epileptics 
there were 196 inmates, of whom 103 
were male and 63 female.

The total revenue from these institu­
ions last y ar amounted to $25,181, and 
th0 expenditure $133.462. of which about 
one-third is paid in salaries.
