Chapman 
made 50, to lead his league. He first 
became a sacrifice bunt artist in 1913, 
when he led the American loop with 
48. Donie Bush, playing with Detroit 
in 1920, made the same number.

* * *
It wiil be seen that for a long space 

of years the sacrifice hit was not be­
lieved worth mentioning as having any 
vital part in baseball. From 1891. when 
the record was set. until 1908, a stretch 
of 17 seasons, it was not included in 
the box scores. Unless it is set forth 
now. however, ball players and managers 
wail loud and long. And yet even to- 
day there is talk against this practice. 
We have failed to find one good reason 
for obsoleting the play. It has as much 
to do with baseball as good pitching 
or the hit-and-run. This latter style 
has in a way replaced the bunt sacrifice 
on some clubs. It is more successful 
than the bunt when it works, but if it 
fails it will cause more double plays 

. than the sacrifice. Records easily prove 
this fact. So whatever the talk of 
doing away with it. the sacrifice un­
doubtedly will be as much used as the 
hit and run for many years to come, 
and especially if the pitching ever 
reaches the standard of former years.

Coming from behind in the last inn­
ing, for the sixth time this season, the 
St. Marys team last night tied St.
