The demand for these is apparently
never satisfied ; no matcer how many come,
more are always wanted, But any more
mechanics, or milliners either, are emphati-
cally nof wanted in Canada. All the work
or demand existing for such is wanted,
cyery dollar’s worth of it, for our own peo-
1Me. The country’s demapd for labor is the
1ople’s most valuable possession; it is
v hat makes the country worth living in to
them ; and i$ should be husbanded for’ our
ova people first.of all. If the Dominion
nnthorities' haVe bedn doing as'the Globe
charges, then yg say that, to the extent to
mhich. they have done so, they have been
guilty of an infraction of a fundamental
principle of national policy. = We have no
idea that the thing has gone very far as yet,
bat it should not be allowed to gooa at
all. England has it in her power any day
to create work almost unlimited for her
mechanics by simply imposing moderate
daties on imported merchandise and manu-
factures of all, save tropical countries.
The results of free trade run mad are not
to be unloaded upon Canada. To-day
English carpenters stand idle, while doors,
window d other finished woodwork for
buildings §mes in free from Norway and
the United States. Gloves, silks, furnish-
ing goods and- hardware come in free from
the continent to an amount that would give
work and bread to thousands upon -thou-
sands of the suffering British people, were
the principle of fair trade substituted for
that of free trade on the side of the
fareigner only. But whatever policy
people “‘at home” may see fit to pursue in
this matter, the duty of the Canadian goy-
emnment to take strict care that there be
no'assisted immigration of mechanics into
Canada is clear enough.
