Vine tees People Killed and Thirty 
Wonnded—The Wrecked Train Filled 
with Kxcuralenlsls.

Rochester, N.Y., July 28.—Aa the 
Thousand Islande train on the Home and 
Watertown railway running at high 
speed on the main line reached Carlton, the 
engineer noticed a single oar on the track 
ahead of him. Before the train could be 
slackened the engine dashed into till obi 
«traction. The scene of the wreck was at 
once all confusion. The air was filled with 
the groans of the dying and injured. The 
engineer heroically remained at his poet 
although fatally injured. The fireman, who 
stood by him till the last, was instantly 
killed. Assistance wu telegraphed for to 
Charlotte, and the work of reiCaing the 
wonnded and taking otit the dead from the 
wreck began, So far aa cm be learned the 
car which caused the disaster was blown into 
the main line from the branch track by the 
wind.

The train contained an excursion party of 
200 from some point west for Montreal. The 
Uarlyon station agent asserts that be set 
the brakes on the freight osr last evening. 
It is not known whether the car was thrown 
along the track or run to the junction by 
malicious persons.

Nineteen person» were killed and thirty 
wounded. The train was a doable header 
excursion bound for Clayton with tourists, 
mostly from Michigan. It was behind the 
time and running forty miles an hotit when 
the collision Came. One of the engines was 
thrown on end and the other ditched. The 
bsggage car and two sleepers were com­
pletely demolished. The cries and shrieks 
of the wounded and dying Were terrible. 
The crash Waa heard three miles off. The 
country is thinly settled and it was some 
time before assistance oonld be obtained. 
Corner Cochrane, Albion, was sent for.

The 
rest were taken to a neighboring house and 
cared for.

A man who lives a few teds from the 
wreck had driven hia son to Lyndonville to 
take the train, and when he got home found 
him a corpse. The unknown ledr with the 
ring is Mrs, Boas, wife of L J. Boa», 
Philadelphia, who has also been found deed.

Henry McCormick of Benton, Mich., is 
dead ; Louis Fronce, fireman, was killed ; 
Archie Taylor, Watertown, baggageman, 
was killed ; the colored porter was killed, 
name unknown; Mrs. Brooks,Philadelphia, 
is still in the wreck ; two ladies named 
Hall are fatally hurt ; Trainmaater Chaun. 
cey of Oswego is fatally hurt. The engi­
neer, James McCarthy, is fatally scalded. 
The train comprised six coaches, six 
sleepers, and two engines. The aoene in 
the darkness, wind and rain beggar* descrip­
tion.

The neighboring towns of Ferio 
and Lacceamero were greatly damaged, A 
hundred persons more or lew severely in­
jured have arrived at Naples. The number 
of killed is unknown.

Niagara Falls, N. Y„ July 28.—The 
mystery surrounding the actual fate of 
Capt. Webb, the famous swimmer, who on 
Tuesday lest made a bold bid for fame by 
plunging into the wild waters of the Niagara, 
waa solved by the finding of hi, body a 
short distance below Lewiston. The finder 
wa* R. W, Turner, a mason and bricklayer. 
He waa rowing np the river in a small boat 
«lone. While passing a sort of cove about 
» milewd a half below the village of Lewis- 
too, he raw the body of a man floating just 
beneath the surf. Drawing the body partly 
ont on to an old wharf near by, he 
proceeded to the village where he proclaimed 
the fact, which caused the greatest excite­
ment. From bit description of the body 
people at once recognized that it waa the 
late Capt. Webb. Securing the services of 
Richard Robbins, a laborer residing in 
Lewis'., n, the two proceeded to the oove 
«nd towed the body up to a private boat- 
boose.

Mr. Turner thinks it was about 9.30 a.m. 
when he first saw the body, and it waa about 
noon when it rehebed the boathouse. 
Coroner Kleheimer, who was. at Lewiston 
holding an inquest upon the bodies of the 
two Indiana which bed been found in the 
river earlier in the day, was at once notified 
•nd took charge of the body.

I* was hard to realise that the body, 
swollen almost beyond recogoizition, was 
that of Capt. Webb, whose feats had made 
btm noted the world over. Hie «ilk trunks, 
the only clothing he had on when he enter­
ed the water, still remained. A tattooed 
anchor was visible on the right arm a short 
distance above the wrist. The body gave 
evidence of having been rongbiy handled. 
The face wore a set and determined look 
that plaihly showed that he had struggled 
brav-jiy before he succumbed to the fnry of 
the tempestuous waters. A severe scalp 
wound, about four inches long, was viaible 
on the top of the head, with a severe gash 
wo the right ahonlder and also a cat on 
■each hip. Among those who visited the 
boat honte during the afternoon were Dr, 
Smith, of Lewiston, and Drs. Clark and 
Campbell, of Niagara Falls, N. Y., and all 
agree that no bones were broken.

Coroner Elaheimer held an inquest, and a 
verdict of found drowned wee returned.

A telegram has been sent to Frederick 
Kyle, Boeton, etatlrg thst the body hie 
been found. Coroner Kleheimer telegraph*
