/failed as » standard of ethios in that it did

rmr:. . 8ud priestoraft seiz:d upon this
a"! w‘“‘f&% as & pretext to propound
octrines which put the laity in its power.

Another gentleman, a mechanic, bere ad-

Howmnch fetter would the world be if
free thour,a¢ doctrines were substituted for
christiar fty? Ancient Greece and Rome
had high degree of excellence in arts and
philuaophy, bot had no christianity, and
comsequently immorality abounded. By
rome unexplained means the speaker then
got off the track and, amidst convalsions of
Aaughter, declared that he wanted property
‘more ¢quslly divided.

The chsirman called him to order, after
which the audience louily de manded

The Rev. Dr, Buras, who cazae forward in
response. The ductor, pre:aising, eaid that
he no earthly objeqcion te the freedom
of thought which M:, Watts claimed, He
was as radical a8 the lecturer could be.
His faith belo,ged to no priest or poten-
tate. Apart, from the inspiration of the
bible, tb’, aim of the christian religion wis

-40-’,ge good men and wemen, “He «poke
ot o disadvantsge, not having mude any
sotes. However, he could say that he per-
footly agreed with the position of Mr.
Watts as to the impossibility of accepting
the literal word of the ecriptures as inspir-
e0. No educated minister of the day dis-
puted that, Neither doesthe modern church
preach the doctrine ot belief or damnation,
Sach a statement was & caricature of the
christian religion of to-day. Faith wes
the key-stone to modern christian thought
sad to sccuse the church of propounding
hell and dsmnation asthe unbeliever’s alter-
mative was an insult, He was as great a
champion of free thought and free speech a8
the lecturer, and if any man were to come
forward that night and attempt to gag Mr.
Watts, his (Dr. Burns’) hand would be the
first to put a stop to such a procedure, One
of the worst thoughts put forward by the
lecturer was that christians contenled every
wverse of scripture was sacred. It was not
#0. The church long ago gov away from
that anachronism., As to the charge that
the bible contained more vulgar ohscenities,
he said that when it was translated such ex-
pressions were commonly accepted. But
times were changed, and as in the case of
Shakespeare’s works,it was advisable now to
have an expurged edition, 80 allowances
nust be made for certain passages in the
bible. There was a humin as well as a di-
vine element in the scriptures, and the bu-
. man element was subject Lo error and cor
rection, It was a good thing that, as the
leciurer said, there were various readings of
some biblical books. Students in this way
got a beuter, light upon them, There were
more origival manuscripts for the bible thau
tor any other known book, and from this
cause sroee the discrepancies madeso much
of by Mr. Waite, Hefuriher claimed that
+1 0 apparent contradictions were the dis-
¢overies of good christiaus 1n their geu.;rqh
tor truth, and, for the reason that blbhcnl
scholars were so earnest in this pursuif, we
must - expeot that the revision of
the new testament would re:ult in
very many alterations. His reply to the
lecturer's statement that for nearly a cen-
tury sfter Christ no single word o the
sciip'ures was written, was that such ob-
jection hsd been frequentiy answered before
chiristian ministers had Dot time to reply to
uobelievers’ objections. 1f it had not been
for a relative, he (the speaker) would not
have been present that night, and he had
no notion of controversy.

Qonnell cried *‘ amta‘e, agitate, agitate 17
an’ 80 won a bloodlcss revolution, 8, he
(Dr. Burns) said, agitate tho docirines of
Christianity, . Why, Christ was the greatest
radical thab ever lived, and though the
world became more radical every day, it
could never be so radicil as Christ, He
appealed to his hearers to study Christ's
teachings, and not ba tontent with the stuf¥
that was preached formerly as ¥ho gospel,
1t was & standing reproath to Christians
that they did mot know their bibles, and so
a lecturer could come before them and foist
sny staff he liked upon them »s scriptural,
It was one thing for Mr, Watts
to may that the sabject of biklical
inspiration was a difficult ong, but quite
another to upset it altogether, and in con-
cludiog an impasdoned if somewhat diecon-
nected speech, sppealed to the audience
not to resdily give up-a gospel that bad
unlocked the store houses of freedom eud
morality the world over.

After the applause which followed Dr.
Burne’ speech had subsided, the obaisman
asked that gentleman to fix a timo and

Ilo:“to discuss the whole subject with Mr,
Watts,

Mr, Watts then, in an cloquent anc. im-

passioned speech, replied on the. whole,
He said the speech of Dr. Burns was that
of an advancing free thinker, and asserted
there were not tweive christians in Hamil-
ton who could understand the doctor's po-
sition. If all christisns were like him
there would be no need for Mr, Watts to
lecture. In fact, Dr. Burns was the best
specimen of a free thinker, without know-
ing it, that he hal ever seen, He con-
cluded by challenging Dr. Burns to thrce
hours’ public discussion, wherein he (rhe
lecturer) would undertake to prove that tte
teachings of secularism were superior to the
'teaubmgu of christianity, and that the bible
is opposed to modern science, or he won'd
demonstrate that the new testameut
preached the doctrine of belief in Christ or
eternal damnation,
- In the course of an interraption, Dr.
ﬁugna admitved that it was not possible to
maintain the literal and complete inspiration
of the scriptures, but declined to entertain
Mr. Wat#.s challenge, alleging that ohristian
theology was progressive, and was in swad-
dling clothes yet, [t was not necessary to
combat the attacks of secularists—that had,
been done already. Intelligent christians
did not care about them, and-he should re:
serve to himself theright to propare and de-
liver a lecture on the bible at his conveni-
ence, as the lecturer had done. Mr. Watts
made another appeal to Dr. Burns, but the
latter refused to debate, and the meeting
adjourned about 11 o’cleck,
