THE DUKE'S FUNERAL.

The N t

y Arrang
Perfectéd,
Loxpox, Jan. 16.—Preparations for the

funeral of the Duke of Clarence and Avén-
dale are being made on all sides at Sand-
ringham by the railway companies and at
Windsor Castle. It is believed the state-
ments rding the condition of the
Queen’s health are grossly exaggerated.
As has before been stated, she is greatly
afflicted by the death of her grandson, and
her depression would naturally tend to
make her more liable to an attack of the
prevailing epidemic of influenza, bat ‘that
she is seriously or at all unwell®is not
shown by the arrangements that have beeu
made for her presence at the funeral cere-
monies.

The body of the Duke will be conveyed
from Sandringham and will arrive at Wind-
sor Castle on the same day. - All the details
of the funeral have not been arranged, hut
it is announced positively the interment
will take place at noon on Wednesday. The
body will be placed in the ‘crypt in St.
George’s chapel.

The Arrangements Completed,

The body will be taken from King’s Lynn
to London_on the Great Eastern Railway.
From the Liverpool-street station 1 -Lon-
don of that railway it will be taken to the
station of the Great Western Railway, and
thence to Windsor.

There will be a public and semi-military
procession through London from one station
to the other. The route will be kept open
by soldiers. Upon the arrival of the train
bearing the remains the coffin will be placed
upen a gun carriage and will be escorted by
the Teuth Hussars, of which regiment the
Duke was a major, ™

The Prince of Wales is colonel of the
Tenth Hussars. The body will be received
at Windsor with military honors and will
be %}rded to the castle by a squadron of
cavélry. In the procession through London
the Prinee of Wales, the Duke of Edin-
burgh and the Duke of Connaught will fol-
low behind the -gun carriage bearing the
body. The guard will be detailed to line
the route and keep it clear.

A SENSATION OF 1838.

Four Children Who Disappeared and
Were Never Afterwards Heard of.

SHELBURNE, Jan. 17.—The Economist in
noting the death of an aged pioneer, Mr.
