This sum includes all that had been
expended up to June, 1898, on the en-
largement .to 14 feet that is now in
progress. It includes for instance the
whole cost of enlarging the Welland
Canal, which was opened for 14 feet
navigation in 1888, In enlarging the
system to 14 feet the Government has
decided to abandon the Beauharnmois Ca-
nal and build an entirely new one in
its place. This is the Soulanges Canal.
This canal is on the mnorth side of the
St. Lawrence; is 14 miles long and com-
prises five lift-locks, overcoming a to-
tal rise of 82 1-2 feet. The number
of locks on the Beauharnois Canal, in-
cluding the guard-locks, is nine. The
dimensions of the locks will be those of
the enlarged system, namely, length 270
feet, width 45 feet, depth of water on
sills 14 feet. The estimated cost of the
work is $4,750,000. All the work of
construction of the canal and locks bhas
been placed under contract, and is in
progress,

From the statistical year book for 1893,
we, learn that the enlarzement to 14 feet
will be completed over the whole system
in 2 or 8 years from now. Speaking of
the St. Lawrence system, the year book
says:

The system of inland navigation in
Canada is the largest and most impof-
tant in the worid. The St. Lawrence sys-
tem alone, in conjunction with the great
lakes, extends for 2260 miles, viz, from
the Straits of Belle Isle to Port Arthur,
at the head of Lake Superior. Of this
distance,. 71 3-4 miles are artificial na-
vization by means of canals, and 2188 1-4
miles open navigation from Port Arthur
to Duluth, which is the principal port in
that section of the United States for the
produce of the Western States, is a fur-
ther distance of 124 miles, making altos
gether 2384 miles. When it is consider-
ed that by this means unbroken water
communication is afforded from Port
‘Arthur and Duluth to Liverpool, a total
distance of 4618 miles, the importance
of this system, and the necessity for its
thorouzh maintenance, will be at once
nnderstood.

If weallow $8,000,000 as necessary to
complete the work of enlarging the whole
system to 14 feet, we have a total out-
lay, of fifty millions for building seventy
miles of canal, with a capacity, to float
vessels of 14 feet draft.

An important guestion that the conven:
tion will dise is the probable cost of
further enlarzing the system to 20 feet.
To, start with we know that the 14-foot
system has, or rather will, when com-
pleted, cost us fifty millions. If the
work had-been done to best advantage,
that is, if it had been undertaken all at
onte ‘and carried out with such labor-
savinz appliances as we have at our com-,
mand to-day, instead of fifty millions, it
would not have cost us twenty-five We
are not experts in canal making and we
svould not like to make an estimate of
what it would cost to deepen the system
by, the additional six feet. But judzing
from what has been done, and the con-
ditions under which it was accomplished,
we would be surprised‘to learn that more
than B0 millions will be necessary, to
complete the work.

LAND THE BASIS OF INDEPENDENCE.

Some time ago The World suggested
a methdd of life by which the artisans
and mechanics of the large cities would
be made more or less independent of the
conditions which make sport of them
when our industrial machinery gets out
of gear by reason of strikes, labor-saving
jnventions. and other disturbances. We
propounded the ‘theory that the ouly
way the workingman ecould withstand
the unfavorable conditions to which he
is subject would be by the establishment
of a,system under which he would devote
hal? his time to agriculture and the re-
mainder to his trade. . It is more im-
portant that men should be housed in com-
fort and adequately fed ithan that woolen
mills and agricultural machine factories
should be run under what are supposed
to be ihe most economical conditions.
Under our present system we fail to see
how the workingman is ever
going to be sure of his  Tivelis
hood. - Ha 'is the mport of ™bies
cumstances, which| at any moment are
liable to make him a charge on the com-
munity or to cause him to suffer for the
want of the physical necessities of life.
We read the other day that a labor lead-
er, then in Montreal, stated that the
greatest conflict between labor and capi-
tal that the world had yet seen would
take place in America in the course of a
year or two. The workingman makes 8
mistake if he thinks he can secure his in-
dependence and make hjs own scale .of
wages by threatening and coercing caﬁi~
tal by brute force. A wiser.plan will -be
to evolve some scheme whereby he can
secure his independence through and by
himself, and not by waging war agaihst
the community at large, as we recently,
saw him doing in the Chicago strike, 1f
a man has three or five acres of land and
cultivates it thoroughly he possesses what
will afford him a fair measure of inde-
pendence and freedom from the misery
that strikes aad other industrial dis-
turbances cause him. Land is the basis:
of all ‘independence, The leaders of
the labor movement @hould work
on ‘& new. tack and see
if they cannot evolve a man who will
be partly farmer, partly mechanic. Un-
der present conditions the factories are
collected together, and form cities. It
would seem to be an accepted truism
that the méchanic must live in acify

live in the country
and he may be employed as a mechanic
only four or five hours per day? Let
the brainy men who are trylng to solve
the labor problem work on some such
theory as this, If necessary distribute
the factories throughout the country.
Start out with this principld as a basis,
that epch man must possess a certain
degree of independence and that can be
had only by thel possessiom of land. Let
that be the cardinal point of the new
system, and make the factory jdea fit
into it. !
The St. Paul Pjoneer Pressis just now
discussing the idea of sending the unem-
ployed back to the land for their
sustenance. “ It fs the only rational so-
lution of the problem,” says The Press.
“Jt contains at the same time the so-
lution of half thel other problems, moral,
social and political, that perplex’ ‘us.
We must get rid of the insane'idea that
the man who is willing to do'a particu-
lar kind of work has a right to have that
particular kind of work provided for
him; that the man who is willing to
work in a particular place must| “have

It is God's
rescue for his children, if he have any,
from the contamination of the city’s
streets. Ten acres mean support and in-
dependence. Twenty, are still better, and
we can easily spare them in the North-
west, Here lies the solution of the pro-
bleni’of the unemployed. The soomer it
is acted upon the better for rich and
poor, for eduntry and town.” il
