How­
ever, the evening turned out fine and 
warm and quite early numerous autos 
and carriages began to assemble, and 
handshaking, which was much in evi­
dence, bespoke a delightful reunion.

It was not long 
before the Kerwood Brass Band and the 
bagpipes prepared everyone for the 
splendid programme that was to follow. 
The chair “as usual” was occupied by 
W. H. Sutherland, of Toronto, Who 
came up on Monday to attend a Masonic 
function and have a little visit with his 
mother. His son, Jim, and daughter, 
Miss Cora, arriving by motor in time 
for the garden party. He opened with 
some happy and humorous references to 
the friendship that has always existed 
between himself and the people of this 
community in which be was born. He 
said be felt related to everybody and 
that “The Old Red Cradle Had Rocked 
Them All.” He used his fane gift ot 
expression in speaking ot our country 
and the heroic achievements of Canada’s 
sons in fighting for the Empire, and was 
accorded a wholehearted reception. The 
Fax-Wilson Fun Co., of Toronto, were 
on hand aud captivated the audience 
with a well arranged programme of 
songs and trios, each member of the 
company doing bis part well.
