William R Burdon, an old pioneer 
and life-long resident of Strathroy 
district, passed away ,;i Saturday at 
the mature, old age of 32. Mr. Bur­
den was born in 1841 In the adjoin­

ing township of Metcalfe where most 
of his life was spent on the farm 
which he helped to hew out of the 
virgin forest covering the land in 
the days of struggle experienced by 
the pioneers. On July 1, 1867, the 
first Dominion Day, Mr. Burdon was

married to Mary Boyd of the same 
township, who, with the following 
grown-up sons and ^daughters, sur­
vive: James and Bert of Metcalfe;

SCHEDULE DRAWN

Sarnia Opens Season With Fore*t in
That Town on Victoria Day----

Split Schedule.

Forest, May 1.—Sarnia will open 
the Lamb-ton Baseball league in For­
est on Victoria Day while Watford 
is trying conclusions with the Park- 
hill nine in the latter place.

The schedule was the last item of 
business at last night's general meq^- 
ingof the Lamhton baseball league 
which held forth in the council 
chambers here last night from eight 
o’clock until after eleven o’clock.

The matter of outside players 
created a lot of discussion. The Wat­
ford club propose using some Pet- 
rolea men and the Parkhill team is 
arranging to use Lucan men for their 
club. Forest will arrange for two 
more players to augment their line 
up. .Sarnia will be compelled to draw 
t-heir players from this city and Pt. 
Edward. Carson Land made a stren­
uous fight to have Sarnia allowed to 
go out of the city for a catcher in 
case Eddie Moses is not available, 
but he was defeated when the matter 
was pUt to a vote. No-, Strathroy 
player is elegible to play in the 
league.

Parkhill made official application 
to enter the league and were accept- 
ed.No word was receivd from Strath­
roy re entering a team and the meet­
ing went ahead - without consider-» 
ing the "Strathroy club.

Umpires will be settled at the next 
meeting of the executive when the 
constitution will be laid before re­
presentatives of the different clubs 
for their approval. At the next meet- 
ingevery kiuib jm-ust^have (t-heir pltryertt 
:igned. A player limit of twenty was 
placed on the league teams.

Legislation which should popular­
ize the amateur brand of baseball 
was enacted making every team 
liable to a five dollar fine for delay-» 
ing the starting of a game. All con­
tests must start at five o’clock sharp. 
All protest ; must be accompanied 
with proof and a deposit of $10.00 
which will be returned in case the 
protest is successful.

The league adopted a split 
schedule the winners of the first and 
second half playing off a five game 
series at the end for the cham-pion- 
hsip. The season opens on May 24, 
the first half ending July 2nd and 
the second half ending on August 13.

There will be a meeting of the ex­
ecutive to polish off the pre season 
business of the league held in For­
est on Wednesday, May 16 at eight 
o'clock.
